My Journey 

What made you go to UP?
It was His call and command that 
made me respond, obey, and go to 
North India. God called me to North 
India during my graduation 2nd year; 
I got it confirmed through my quiet 
time (Acts 26:16–18). Immediately 
after finishing my graduation, I went 
on a SVP as a student. My only com-
mitment is to work for the Lord in any 
northern states of India.  The life of 
William Carey and his commitment 
always threw a challenge for me. In 
spite of many family struggles and 
failures, William Carey stood by his 
commitment.  
In a similar way, during my graduation, 
I lost my father and my younger broth-
er-in-law. During my post-graduation, 
I lost my elder brother and grandma. 
Anyway, after my B.Tech in 2009, for 

the first time, I went to Uttarakhand. 
I stayed there for three years and 
worked in various places. With the 
help of God, I cleared my Gate exam 
with my own preparation in 2012. I 
have joined NIT Durgapur, West Ben-
gal, for my M.Tech. After completing 
my post-graduation in 2014, I went 
back to Uttarakhand because it was 
a well-known place for me to search 
for jobs in North India. I tried a lot, 
but there were no openings. Then, a 
brother informed me about a vacancy 
at Modinagar SRM College. I prayed 
and went to the interview. On that 
day, my quiet time was 1 Samuel 16th 
chapter, “David chosen to be king” 
among all his seven brothers. When 
I got selected, that same brother told 
me that before your selection, there 
were seven members who left this

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position in a short span of time. This 
is great evidence that God wanted me 
to stay in Ghaziabad.
Explain your pioneering efforts
I always feel that doing ministry is my 
minimum responsibility, and I must 
do it. When I came for the first time 
on August 28th, 2014, to Modinagar 
SRM College, there was already a 
small church youth group that used to 
gather for Bible study once a week. 
Due to some issues, the Bible study 
was closed down in a few days later. 
Then I started praying for colleges 
that were surrounding my room. 
For six months, I found no student 
contact. Then I prayed for Ghaziabad, 
which has many colleges. I was en-
couraged and confirmed by my quiet 
time. David confirmed before going 
for war on the Philistines (2 Samuel 
5:19). Then I got the thought that if 
I stay in Ghaziabad, I can look af-
ter both Modinagar and Ghaziabad. 
I came to know that a small group 
in the Hindon Air Force at Ghazi-
abad used to gather, but there were 
no graduates there to help them. 
When I met them, they told me a few 
things before Bro. Rohan left Gha-
ziabad. I took Bible study for three 
months for them. Unfortunately, all 
were final-year students, and they 
passed out. Initially, we started the 
EGF meeting at our home, and after 
that, we shifted it according to our 
monthly plan. 
One day, Bro Jankin, staff from Delhi 
and I went to Modinagar to take Sun-
day worship for North East students 
at Divya Jyothi College. After the wor-

ship, I gathered some of the students’ 
contact numbers. On September 17, 
2015, with the help of graduates we 
could conduct a one-day gospel re-
treat. There were 20 students from 
Divya Jyothi College in Modinagar 
and Subharthi University in Meerut. 
All of them accepted the Lord as their 
personal savior. From that day on, I 
used to go every Sunday to take Bible 
study in their hostel rooms. When 
Bro. Ebby told me about the DT camp 
in Greater Noida, almost all the stu-
dents who attended the gospel retreat 
came to DTC. 
After that, with the help of our staff, I 
got a contact from Saraswati Medical 
College in Hapur. We have conducted 
pre-Christmas programs in SRM, 
Divya Jyothi Subharthi, Saraswati, 
and Rajnagar Extension. It has been 
a double work for me to take Bible 
study on the same day at different 
places. 
Bro. Ravi accompanied me for some 
time, but I used to travel by bike all 
alone, taking maximum time to meet 
students at different places. Some-
times, it becomes mid-night by the 
time I reach my home. We have 
planned a separate DT camp from 
August 29th to September 1st, 2018 
for Modinagar, Hapur, Ghaziabad, 
and Meerut. This was the first DT 
camp, and we faced many problems. 
It’s a big story to explain.
Explain your involvement in the re-
gion and state.
I always wanted to work within my 
surroundings because I am not a 
capable person to work at a higher 
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level. There was also fear inside of 
me, because I am accountable if it is 
from God’s side. Bro. Ebby encour-
aged and helped me become an 
UP SPEC and UP TMC member for 
Andhra and Telangana states. I was 
in a great confusion when I was asked 
to be the Agra regional coordinator 
because I was already in charge of 
two districts i.e. Ghaziabad and Ha-
pur. God also helped me to work as a 
regional secretary.
What about your involvement in 
the college where you worked?
I have not totally succeeded in start-
ing a Bible study on SRM campus. I 
shared the gospel with many students 
personally. I tried to gather a small 
group, but I couldn’t make it possible. 
One evening, I invited an M.Tech stu-
dent (Teja) to have dinner with me in 
my room. After that, I shared gospel 
with him personally. On that night 
itself, he confessed his sins and ac-
cepted the Lord Jesus Christ. He was 
a brilliant student-topper at the univer-
sity. He was involved and shared his 
testimony at the Greater Noida DTC. 
Now he has a job, is married, and 
settled in Chennai. And each year, we 
used to celebrate the departmental 
pre-Christmas program.
How did you manage ministry, job 
and family?
I am not perfect to answer these three 
big things. As a family, we are grow-
ing in the grace of God. In my job, I 
do not take unnecessary leaves. I use 
those leaves when they are neces-
sary for ministry. My wife Achsah is a 
good believer, but she had no good 

exposure to the north Indian ministry. 
So, all this year, I could help her better 
understand the ministry. She is very 
helpful and a great support to me.
Share any memorable experiences 
in UP
Yeah! I have had many memorable 
experiences in UP. I want to share 
two unforgettable things. (i) One day, 
a student (Lone) from Modinagar EU, 
who attended DTC at Greater Noida, 
went to meet his friend in Rajasthan. 
There he met with a bike accident. 
While he was riding, suddenly an ox 
hit him with its horns, and he died. He 
was the one with whom I had the privi-
lege of sharing the gospel and leading 
him to the Lord. When Bro. Ebby and 
I were discussing about this incident, 
he said, “Shanthi, maybe for this rea-
son God placed you here.”
(ii) When we were having a DTC 
at Meerut, we needed around 
Rs.20,000 to close the camp. On 
that evening, two unknown per-
sons came to the camp site and put 
some money in my hands. They ex-
plained that your church member 
told us to give you money for camp 
expenses.
What are your future plans that we 
can pray for?
Presently, I am perusing my PhD from 
NIT Manipur. Pray for my research 
collaboration work with DMRL, Hyder-
abad. Also, pray for my family that we 
may grow mutually in the Lord so that 
we may serve Him in a better way.

•	 Despite societal norms, Jesus ac-
knowledged His Messiah title to a 
Samaritan woman of questionable 
reputation first, who then spread 
the news in her community (John 
4:25–42).

•	 At His resurrection, Jesus chose to 

appear first to Mary Magdalene and 
asked her to carry the joyful news to 
the disciples (John 20:17–18).
