4. Family authority and Responsi-
bilities
Responsibilities of Husband (Eph
5:25-33)

In this passage, as far as his role in
the home is concerned, is the leader of
his house. In the home, there should
be nothing that goes on without the
husband’s awareness or approval.

A leader delegates responsibilities.
He has to recognize and learn to utilize
the gifts and abilities of his wife in the
operation of the home. This makes him
a good manager. He has recognized
her abilities and he has given her the
liberty and responsibility to exercise
those gifts. The godly man utilizes his

wife’s gifts and abilities in certain ar-
eas to make a complete team effort to
operate that home.

Husbands, love your wives, even
as Christ also loved the church and
gave Himself for it. When the hus-
bands make the decisions as head
of the house, his decisions should
be based on love for his wife and his
children.

If the husband is willing to die for his
wife, she should be willing to live for
him. Jesus was willing to die for the
church — that is, for sinners who be-
came His church. As a result, the Bible
tells us, we should be willing to live for
Him out of gratitude. That is the way



it works. Husbands should love their
wives as Christ loves the church. They
should love their wives so that they
know that they are loved.
Responsibilities of Wife (Eph. 5:22,
24)

Eph. 522 says, “Wives, submit
yourselves unto your own husbands,
as unto the Lord.” And verse 24 says,
“Therefore as the church is subject
unto Christ, so let the wives be to
their own husbands in everything.”
The word submit identifies one of the
aspects of the role of a Christian wife.
She is to submit to her husband’s
management. The Greek word trans-
lated submit means “to rank under, to
be under obedience.”

This is true freedom for the wife. In
God's world, there is no such thing as
freedom without a structured relation-
ship. A derailed train is not free; it is
free to make progress only if it is on
the right track.

In Gen.2:18, it is described as one
who is a suitable helper: “It is not good
that the man should be alone; | will
make him a help meet for him.” The
noun help in this verse means “helper,
assistant.” According to the Scriptures,
then, the wife is to be a suitable helper,
a suitable assistant to her husband.
The Bible does not say that a woman
should not work outside her house
(Pro.31:24). But it does imply that a
woman must take care of the respon-
sibilities in her house first.

5. Foundations
Love

Biblical love is defined as the at-
titude of seeking the highest good of
the loved person without considering
the cost of self. Husbands then are
commanded to seek the highest good
of their wives without considering what
it will cost them to do so. This is the
‘Agape” love. So a husband should
constantly express his love for his wife

through his words, a tender touch etc.,
A wife never gets tired of hearing the
words, “I Love You”.

Sexual Faithfulness

Everyone has to understand that,
sex is God's idea He designed it and
sex is not dirty but holy. Sex is not just
to give birth but also it is intended for
enjoyment within the boundaries of
marriage. Sex outside marriage has
consequences. Sexuality and spiri-
tuality are not enemies but friends.
Sexuality is not just about our physical
desires but a basic drive towards com-
munion.

Forgiveness

Forgiveness should be at the very
heart of our Christian life. Forgiveness
is an act of will, and the will can func-
tion regardless of the temperature of
the heart.

True forgiveness is not an action af-
ter the fact, it is an attitude with which
you enter each moment. To grant free
pardon for or remission of any offense
or debt to give up all claims. God
grants pardon freely. We also, are to
grant pardon freely, not extract pay-
ment for forgiveness. Forgiveness is
not an option, it is a command (Col.
3:13, Mat. 6:14-15).

If we do not forgive, we are “deliv-
ered... to the tormentors” (Matt 18:34).
Unforgiveness can manifest in physi-
cal and mental illness. Unforgiveness
is often the root of demonic strong-
holds. Unforgiveness affects the one
refusing to forgive as well as the one
not forgiven. Unforgiveness blocks the
promises of God (Mt 5:23,24). When
you have forgiven much,you can ex-
pect to receive much love. (Mt 7:1-5;
Luke 6:37).

A husband should take time to show
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genuine interest in his wife through
good conversation and sharing his
things with her. He should take inter-
est in her things and enquire about
her difficulties, needs, problems, joy,
and sorrows. He should also spend a
good amount of time praying together
and reading God’s Word together. By
spending time, he can understand
her language and her personality or
needs.
Trust Your Spouse

Some wives are in the habit of sus-
pecting ever moving of their husbands.
They want to accompany them every-
where if possible. If the husband is de-
layed from work or goes somewhere
else some wives grill their husbands
with questions. Such wives should
learn to cast their care upon the Lord
and trust their husbands. There should
never be mistrust between a husband
and wife.
Communication

Healthy proactive communication
is one of the best forms of adolescent
encouragement. Good communica-
tion can prevent more conflicts than
correction can solve. Communica-
tion serves as a vehicle to transfer
thoughts, emotions, feelings, and
ideas, but it doesn’t just happen.
Family Altars

God desires family altars in the
home (Deut. 6:6-7) All the members of
the family will come together to learn
from God. God speaks to his children
so that all can grow in Christian val-
ues. God’s character, faithfulness and
authority can be learned. God'’s good-
ness and presence can be experi-
enced so that our children will put their
faith in the Lord. They can understand
God'’s plans for their lives. Father is re-
sponsible for the family altars. Keeping
because of the ability of their children;
Family altars are to be planned sys-
tematically and in a disciplined man-
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ner. See that all the members of the
family are involved in the Family Altar.

Protect your Family Altar timings
from all the disturbances even from
visitors to your home. Our children
can be taught how to study God's
word, bring out Biblical principles, ap-
ply it to their personal lives and how
to pray. We can learn some lessons
from the life of Job. God himself tes-
tified about his integrity and upright-
ness. He has taken care and put all
efforts so that all the family members
live a life pleasing to God. As Joshua
said “As for me and my house we will
serve the Lord” (Joshua 24:15) should
become the motto for our home so
that all the family members can grow
in the likeness of Christ and get bless-
ings from the Lord.

Children

“Behold children are a heritage from
the Lord, The fruit of the womb is a re-
ward” (Psalm 127:3). We have to un-
derstand that God has given children
to you with expectations.

Managing Finances (I Tim 6:6-10,
Phil 4:11-13, Heb. 13:5)

Now-a-day’s generally both hus-
bands and wives are working and
earning. We know most of the time
that; the root cause of conflicts in the
family is money. As children of God,
our attitude towards money is very
important. Some graduates are enter-
ing into marital relationships without
proper financial preparation which
leads to debts after the wedding. Take
care. We have to earn money at the
same time we should be more careful
about the love for money because it is
the root cause of all evil. We need to
be satisfied with what we have. Even
a godly man, Agur in Pro 30:8,9—
doubted that “If he was given poverty,
he may steal, If he was given riches,
he may forget”.

Therefore we should not be care-



less in financial matters assuming that
God would provide (Deut. 8:3). Ac-
cording to our family needs, we need
to plan a budget for our finances, with
the consultation of family members.
However, the husband is finally re-
sponsible for the decisions taken and
their consequences. We have to be
more careful in making loans. Avoid
loans as far as possible. We can plan
for the purchase of necessary things,
after taking out tithe and fixed expen-
diture in the month including savings.
