A believer’s life is explained using 
race as a metaphor. Let’s analyse

Jeremiah was chosen by God and 
was tasked with preaching God’s 
word to the Israelites.

A winning athlete is always disciplined;

The same is true for a 
Christian. We cannot expect much 
progress with an on-and-off regime. 
Without the habits of persistent prayer, 
scripture, and moral virtue, the Chris-
tian not only stunts his progress but 
also risks injury (sin). Jesus is the 
ultimate example of perseverance 
in the Bible. He lived a sinless life, 
persevered through agony on the 
cross, and gave His life for sinners like 
us. He offered the perfect example of 
endurance and finished the race of life 
perfectly. Let us all persevere, looking 
unto Jesus, the author and perfecter 
of our race.

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An unknown author quotes, “The            
pearl is the queen of gems and 

the gem of queens.” A jewel is a pre-
cious stone that adorns the beauty of a 
person. It is treasured and esteemed. 
Even the absence of one gem from its 
place leaves the object losing its glory. 
UESI has several such pearls that con-
stitute a priceless evangelistic tool in 
the hands of God to reach the students 
with the Gospel for the last six decades 
supporting the church in India and over-
seas.

The vision, mission, core values, 
aims, and ethos of UESI have been 
tested, verified, and lived out by a cloud 
of great men and women of God within 
UESI, past and present. Prof. H. Enoch, 

Dr. Deva Paul, Bro. Joseph Abhisheka-
ra Rao, Dr. T. N. Sterret, and so on are 
a few to note from the past; and Prof. 
B. Deenabandhu, Bro. Arthur Hope, 
Bro. James Ratnaraj, Rev. C.S. Dutt, 
Bro. JSA Julius and so on are a few to 
recognize from the living. The everlurk-
ing threat of ‘materialism’ could not go 
near to them, the ever-posing danger 
of ‘comfort and complacency’ overpow-
ered them, and the ever-shadowing 
challenge of ‘‘lack of zeal to serve the 
Lord” never put them down. Contrary to 
our glorious past, our present ministry 
is crippled by so many misplaced val-
ues. What makes us worry is that these 
characteristic elements are now found 
to have been fading, though gradually. 
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We never tire and retire to teach our-
selves to glue to the unique features of 
our ministry, which the Lord has spe-
cially endowed us with and which our 
predecessors have preciously handed 
down to us. This paper crisply touches 
upon such challenges and attempts 
to blow a trumpet reminding us of the 
proven pearl-like basics of UESI.
Away from basics and toward...
Materialsm

An increasing phenomenon, glaringly 
on the rise, among the members of our 
fellowship is the so-called ‘Materialism’, 
which is defined as “the preoccupation 
with material things rather than intel-
lectual or spiritual things.” Materialism 
slowly kills the passion for ministry 
involvement and makes our priorities 
topsy-turvy. It’s like slow poison and in 
the end, it only consumes and leaves 
us as lifeless and faithless believers.

It is not to say that we cannot have 
material things, but the obsession, 
craving, and crying for procuring “stuff” 
is perilously forbidden on the part of a 
believer We must seek to be content 
with what we have, and materialism is 
the exact opposite of that contentment. 
The Bible tells us that a person’s “life 
is not in the abundance of the things 
which he possesses” (Luke 12:5) and 
that we are to “seek first the kingdom of 
God and His righteousness.” (Matthew 
6:33).
Comfort and Complancy

Everybody has a ‘comfort zone. 
There’s nothing wrong with this; it just 
proves that we are interested in being 
comfortable. However, there is a point 
at which comfort can become a thing 
of concern. When comfortable living 
invades our spiritual life, then that will 
cause us trouble. Would we ever reach 

a point in our spiritual life where we are 
totally satisfied with our ‘life in Christ’ 
and our ‘witness to a lost and dying 
world?’ Can we afford to be complacent 
in our ‘Knowing Him’ and ‘Doing for 
Him’? Oh, it is hazardous!

Today, our fellowship is seemingly 
diseased, with the brothers and sisters 
caught up in complacency, an easy 
life, and spiritual carelessness. It’s as if 
there are fewer risk-takers, less of bur-
denbearers, and less of torch-carriers. 
Where are the antagonists when there 
are only egoists all around? Can we 
deny the fact that when faith-practicing 
is out; easy-going life comes in? Com-
placency among believing graduates 
and students is a sure hallmark of spiri-
tual decay. Any organization is in seri-
ous trouble when it becomes satisfied 
and complacent in its comfort zone.
Lack of zeal for God's work

Some people look at zealous Chris-
tians and think they are crazy (as 
Festus told Paul in Acts 26:24). Festus 
was, of course, derogatory, but the truth 
of the matter is that WE ALL MUST 
BE CRAZY FOR CHRIST AND HIS 
MISSION. The Scripture says, “Never 
be lacking in zeal, but keep your spiri-
tual fervor, serving the Lord.” (Romans 
2:11). Jesus told the church in Laodi-
cea, “Be zealous and repent.” (Rev-
elation 3:19). Paul wrote to Titus and 
said that Jesus gave Himself for us to 
redeem us from all wickedness and to 
purify for Himself a people that are His 
very own, eager (zealous) to do what is 
good.” (Titus 2:14).

Nothing else is important except 
pleasing God. Today, what our ministry 
needs are not men pleasers but God-
pleasers.

The apostles served the Lord with 
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zeal (Acts 20:24; Philippians 3:13-14). 
Paul faced persecution, opposition and 
prison, but he endured everything to 
tell others the good news about Jesus. 
The early church was full of zeal. Some 
lost everything because they followed 
Christ (Hebrews 10:33-34). They were 
ridiculed and beaten, but they did not 
give up their faith. When told to deny his 
faith, he is a zealous Christian.

Zeal marked the Lord Jesus. He told 
His disciples that His food was doing 
the will of God and finishing His work 
(John 4:34). When Jesus cleared the 
temple, the disciples remembered the 
prophecy from Psalm 69:9, “Zeal for 
God’s house burns within me.” (John 
2:17). When we read the Gospels, we 
see that Jesus was full of zeal. He is 
our great example. The lack of zeal 
among us for God’s work has become 
a disturbing factor in our ministry today. 
It needs an urgent cure, lest it creeps to 
all and sundry and affects the growth of 
the ministry adversely.
Core Values

Core values are the essential and en-
during tenets of an organization. They 
are the principles and beliefs for which 
an organization stands and is known 
for. It stands for marks of identity for a 
particular group. Core values stand the 
test of time and these core values have 
been lived out since the inception of 
UESI, enabled by the grace and power 
of God. In UESI, the core values have 
been summarized into nine different 
headings.
Back to the basics in terms of... 
1. Centrality of the word of God

The word of God is the touchstone 
of UESI. It believes that the Scripture 
is given a central place in all matters 
of faith and conduct (II Tim. 3:16-17). 

The study of the Word is to be both per-
sonal (PBS) and in groups (GBS). The 
believing students and graduates 
should gather at least once a week for 
Bible study and prayer. GBS enables 
students and graduates to study God’s 
Word, examine the facts, understand 
the meaning and apply the relevant 
passages of the scripture for their 
spiritual growth. Like Ezra, the Word of 
God should be studied systematically, 
obeyed, and taught faithfully to others 
(Ezra 7:10, Heb 4:12, John 1:4). 
2. Relationship with God

A person who has a personal experi-
ence of Jesus Christ as Saviour, Lord, 
and God acknowledges that the Lord 
Jesus Christ is the Lord of his life and 
begins to submit all areas of his life to 
His authority. Through regular reading, 
studying God’s word and prayer our 
relationship with God is strengthened. 
Like a branch attached to the vine, we 
need to stay close to Him. We need to 
realize that apart from Christ, our ef-
forts are unfruitful. One’s involvement 
and activities are the results of his/her 
deep love for the Lord. A member of 
UESI is required to enjoy this intimate 
relationship before getting involved with 
the work.

In addition to regular quiet time, 
members of UESI have been taught 
the word and trained to study it in-depth 
and teach others too (Ezra 7:10).
3. Fellowship

Fellowship represents spiritual unity 
among members of the UESI fam-
ily. We are not basically task-oriented 
people. While the task is important, 
fellowship is more important. Ministry 
is ushered in and sustained through fel-
lowship. This includes caring, sharing, 
and bearing with one another in love 
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for Christ’s sake and as enabled by the 
Holy Spirit. Transparent sharing of one 
another’s problems and confidentiality 
should mark the fellowship. The fellow-
ship, as a family, needs to exhibit the in-
fluence of the Word of God in their lives. 
Nurture and discipling are received as 
members learn from one another when 
they meet as a cell group to share and 
study His Word. Each member of the 
UESI family is quite unique and differ-
ent in terms of call, gifts, and person-
hood and endeavors to minister to one 
another in humble dependence on God. 
An interdenominational stand is taken 
to respect each believer. (1 Thessa 
5:11, Heb 10:25, Mat 8:20)
4. Personal care

Every individual is given importance 
in UESI and is expected to make his/
her unique contribution to the Kingdom 
of God. Each member of UESI has the 
privilege given by God to take care of 
the people of God, young or old, to en-
able them to blossom to their Godgiven 
potential and to lend their hands to the  
support and building of His kingdom in 
this country and beyond. Thus, personal 
evangelism, one-to-one discipling, and 
open homes are encouraged so that 
each individual is cared for. This will en-
able him or her to receive more prayer, 
and resource support from members 
of the UESI family. Students will have 
the freedom to approach graduates to 
share their problems.

5. Student initiative
UESI is the ministry of the students, 

by the students, and for the students. 
Student leadership is an expected 
phenomenon to be seen everywhere. 
EGF or TSEGF is only a support 
mechanism directly or indirectly for 
this all-round involvement of students. 
The scene ought to be where the 
students are on the stage and the 
graduates are off the stage; not the 
other way round. Graduates must 
serve as mentors, motivators, ex-
emplars, and igniters to ensure the 
students press on. And the believing 
students, too, must learn to self-start 
and gear up. Graduates are only spiri-
tual coaches for students. Students 
have the freedom to choose, decide 
to plan, to be, and do things in the EU, 
as a group under the guidance of the 
Holy Spirit and in consultation with the 
Senior Adviser.
6. Life of faith and prayer

Christian life and faith are strongly 
interconnected (Heb. 11:6). “To believe 
only possibilities is not faith, but mere 
philosophy”, says Thomas Browne. 
D.L.Moody says, “Real true faith is 
human’s weakness leaning on God’s 
strength.”

UESI is known as a movement of 
prayer. It is called to a life of faith, which 
depends on God for all its needs, not 
not just finances. This value has to be 
part of the lives of graduates, students,

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and staff. Hence, the mutual help and 
support among members of the UESI 
family.

Students should be able to see this 
life of faith in the graduates and staff 
so that they are challenged to imitate 
it. The members, out of Christian love 
and responsibility, meet the needs 
of the members as well as the move-
ment. Public appeals and pledges are 
not made. Simplicity and contentment 
should mark the lives of every member 
(2 Cor 5:7, Heb 11:6).
7. Moral purity and financial integrity

A believer is authentic by virtue of 
his/her ‘walk the talk’. The ones whose 
walk blends with their talk, are men and 
women with a difference. The closer 
we move to the Lord, the holier we be-
come. The holier we are, the more pow-
erful we become in the hands of God. 
Only such people will raise their ban-
ner of ‘life and witness’ (Matt. 7:18-19).

UESI shall maintain high standards 
of moral purity and financial integrity. 
Emphasis is given to the values of God, 
principles, and integrity in life situa-
tions. UESI is committed to maintaining 
integrity in the way we obtain financial 
and material resources, in maintaining 
accounts, and in utilizing God-given re-
sources (Mathew 5:8).
8. Shared leadership

Shared leadership and servant lead-
ership are the hallmarks of UESI. Avail-
ability is more important than ability. 
Servant leadership involves the individ-
ual demonstrating the characteristics 
of empathy, listening, stewardship, and 
commitment to personal and spiritual 
growth toward others. The metaphor of 
“the servant-leader” is a powerful model 
for today’s believing leaders. 

A Servant-Leader will listen and

empower — rather than dominate and 
tell them what to do! The power of the 
servant-leadership model lies in its 
ideas’ ability to inspire us to collectively 
be more than the sum of our parts! 
Prema Fenn, a former Staff worker, and 
a present field partner at UESI, living in 
Chennai, has commented, “Bro. Chan-
da not only taught the Sermon on the 
Mount but practiced it in his life through 
his servant leadership and simple life-
style.” More than ever before in the his-
tory of UESI, we need servant-leaders 
after the model of Jesus, the Master 
Servant Leader.
9. Responsibility to society

Without a social ministry, evange-
lism can be perceived as just “so much 
mouthing.” Without sharing the Gospel, 
social activism is “stripped of the Holy 
Spirit’s transforming power.” Holistic 
ministry is a ministry oriented towards 
the satisfaction of the needs of God in-
cluding human needs such as the need 
for food, love, housing, clothes, physi-
cal and mental health, and a sense of 
human dignity.

UESI is called to present the whole 
gospel to the whole person. Bro. 
Chanda summarizes his national 
integration and his social concern in the 
following lines: “Even if India says they 
do not want us, we will say we want In-
dia. All languages, every tribe, all groups 
and all people, belong to us. And we are 
debtors to them in Jesus Christ. We are 
concerned about them all. We want 
to carry their burdens, concerns, and 
destinies in our hearts.”
