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COVID and the post-COVID period 
impacted individuals and nations.  

Our ministry was restricted mostly to 
online meetings, which affected our 
close fellowship. The impact is that we 
are powerfully and forcefully pushed 
into spiritual dryness, albeit slowly, 
keeping us away from the warmth of 
the fellowship and blurring our vision 
and making us inactive in ministry. 
Therefore, the concepts of working 
together while loving one another, 
togetherness, belongingness, and 
building each other up must be reiniti-
ated afresh. The relationships among 
the members must be renewed, and 
building relationships must become 
habitual. Working together as stu-
dents, graduates, and staff as one 
body, is the unique feature of UESI 
ministry. 

Unless we know and experience 
the importance of the fellowship and 
warmth of the relationships, we can-
not work together and establish the 

kingdom among the cream of the so-
ciety, i.e., students.
1. Importance of working together

UESI is a God-given ministry to 
serve the student community through 
individuals, families, committees, and 
members made up of a combination 
of students, graduates, and staff. God 
raised this movement with a great vi-
sion: “Transformed students impact-
ing the campuses and the nation as 
disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ”. As 
members of UESI we are account-
able to God for the vision and mis-
sion of UESI. In the present situation, 
students are addicted to unwanted 
media, bad friendships, and  trends 
that are creating havoc in their lives 
and pushing them into loneliness and 
depression, thereby instigating them 
to crave sensuality. Even some of the 
believing students, single graduates, 
and young families are also knowingly 
and unknowingly falling into this trap 
to some extent. Therefore, on the one

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side we need to preach the gospel 
among the unbelieving college and 
university students, and on the other,  
there is a great need to counsel, fol-
low up, and mentor students person-
ally. As a team, we need to strive to 
restore and establish the ministry.
2. Essentials to working together 
A. Fellowship 

Fellowship binds one another. The 
Greek word for fellowship is “Koino-
nia”. It means Christian fellowship or 
communion with God or, more com-
monly, with fellow Christians. It is the 
spiritual union of believers with Christ. 

The basic principle in a fellowship 
is that of possessing something and 
sharing it with others. (Acts 2:44-46). 
Members of a fellowship meet, share 
their experiences, encourage one an-
other, depend upon one another, and 
trust one another. The members get to 
know each other, they grow sensitive 
to one another’s spiritual and material 
needs, and they learn to care for one 
another and share with one another.

The aim of a Christian fellowship is 
that the members are strengthened 
in their faith in Jesus and eventually 
they go out to bring others to Christ 
and fellowship.

This beauty of fellowship: the indi-
vidual care and concern, the love and 
affection shown and experienced, the 
encouragement and encountering 
challenges as a team has attracted 
hundreds of students across the na-
tion. The time we spend in the fellow-
ship is profitable, valuable and enrich-
ing. 
B. Relationships
The Basics of Relationships:

The relationships start with God. He 
is the author of relationships. He is the 
one practicing relationships, which 

is clearly evident in Trinity. Man was 
created for relationships. Our God is 
a relational God. A Relational God 
wants to relate to a relational man.

Togetherness can be defined as a 
feeling of satisfaction in being united 
with other people for a specific pur-
pose. 

Simply being in close physical 
closeness to a crowd of people does 
not create that feeling of together-
ness. A spirit of unity that results 
when minds are in agreement creates 
togetherness.

Togetherness has some practical 

benefits over being alone, and this 
is true in many situations: “Two are 
better than one, because they have 
a good return for their labor: If either 
of them falls, one can help the other 
lift. Also, if two lie down together, they 
will keep warm. But how can one 
keep the warmth alone?  Though one 
may be overpowered, two can defend 
themselves. A cord of three stands is 
not quickly broken” (Eccl 4:9–12).

Togetherness is one of the most im-
portant themes in the New Testament. 
In Jesus longest prayer recorded, he 
prayed “that they may all be one, as 
you, Father, are in me and I in you” 
(Jn 17:21). 

In some of his epistles, the apos-
tle Paul pleaded with the churches 
to “preserve the unity of the Spirit 
through the bond of peace”.  Eph 4:3; 
Col 3:12-14 says, “Therefore, as God 
chosen people, holy and dearly loved 
cloth yourselves with compassion, 
kindness, humility, gentleness, and 
patience. Bear with each other and 
forgive one another if any of you has a 
grievance against someone. Forgive 
as the Lord forgive you. And over all 
these virtues, put on love, which binds 
them all together in perfect unity.”

Proverbs 27:17 “Iron sharpeneth 
iron; so, a man sharpeneth the coun-
tenance of his friend.” (KJV) 

“A team has checks and balances; 
one person watches the other one's 
back.

6. Practical ways of building to-
getherness
1.Creating a sense of togetherness
A. Togetherness means that every 
member has a place on the team

Each member helps move the 
team towards its goal through his or 
her unique contribution to the team. 
Different spiritual gifts, experiences, 
relational styles, vocational skills, and 
enthusiasm make a ministry team 
complete. Diversity is a good thing in 
the ministry. 

“The role of the leader is to foster 
mutual respect and build a comple-
mentary team where each strength is 
made productive and each weakness 
made irrelevant.” -  Stephen Covey

Putting a team together means find-
ing people who share a common goal 

with you but who may act and think 
differently from you. The ministry re-
inforces the Biblical teaching that the 
church is many parts but one body.
B. A sense of togetherness pre-
vents me from working alone

Servant leaders and team ministry 
must maintain a balance between do-
ing things themselves and encourag-
ing others to participate. Team lead-
ers genuinely believe that they do 
not have all the answers-so they do 
not insist on providing them. They 
believe they do not need to make all 
key decisions-so they do not do so. 
They believe they cannot succeed 
without the combined contributions 
of all the other members of the team 
towards a common end, so they avoid 
any action that might constrain inputs 
or intimidate anyone on the team. 

Ego is not their primary concern. 
Ego is surely not the concern of the 
servant leader because he humbled 
himself and waited for God to exalt 
him (Lk 14:11). Team ministry means 
going with others on mission to do 
what God has commissioned us to 
do. Individualism is not a philosophy 
of togetherness.
2. Empower with authority and 
presence 

It takes an investment of time and 
effort to empower someone to do the 
work of the team. Jesus spent three 
and a half years with 12 of his closest 
followers to empower them to carry 
out his mission upon his ascension. 
Jesus also empowered his followers 
with the power of his presence.
3. Accountability

Once people have been given pow-
er, they become accountable.

“Empowerment means you have 
the freedom to act; it also means you

tree or the Redwood tree. They 
are referred to as the largest living 
things on earth. It reaches almost 
250 feet in the air and lives for 1500 
years.

Do you know that each tree’s root 
grows down only about 4 feet below 
the ground? While growing deeper 
roots helps many trees remain up-
right, the Redwood tree does not have 
deep roots. But if you look around the 
tree, you will notice that the Redwood 
trees grow only in groves or bunches. 
While the roots of these trees are 
only 4 feet below the ground, the 
roots are intermingled with those 
of the other Redwood trees next to 
them.
