We are heading for an exciting 
season of sharing the good 

news of God’s love and God’s for-
giveness. The world scenario is 
quickly changing, with hatred, brutal-
ity, barbarism, and retaliation taking 
precedence. Millions of people across 
the world are divided and are longing 
for real peace, peacemakers, and a 
ceasefire.

Students, on the other hand, are 
still struggling to find meaning for their 
lives. Strong young men and lovely 
young women are fainting for lack of 
truth. The very readiness for some-
thing new, which is proper for their 
youth, is making them run after plac-
es, people, and pleasures. They are 
getting hooked on them, but sadly, 
nothing is satisfying them, and there 
seems to be an unending war inside.

Is the message of love, hope, 
peace, forgiveness, and eternal se-
curity, which are solidly grounded in 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ, still rele-
vant to our generations? Can we see 
an end to the wars outside and the 
wars within? Is Jesus still the prince 
of peace? May this Christmas bring 
hope and love for all people, espe-
cially the student world, and address 
the outside and inside wars.
Context: As gospel preachers, we 
should be relevant to the times in 
which we are living. As time changes, 
context also changes. Understand-
ing the student’s world is a constant 
learning process. If we can touch 

those areas during our presentation, 
we are half done. The best way to 
know the needs of the students is to 
be in touch with them. If it is not pos-
sible, we can get information from our 
EU students regarding their campus 
lifestyle, needs, longings, fears, and 
challenges. Apostle Paul quickly 
learned about the philosophies of 
the Epicureans and Stoics as he was 
waiting for his friends at Athens and 
shared the gospel with them, as re-
corded in Acts 17th chapter.
Content: The gospel that was re-
ceived, that was passed on, and that 
was to be preached is finely put by 
Apostle Paul in I Cor 15:3. “Christ died 
for our sins and was buried and raised 
on the third day”. This is the gospel 
that was received from above and 
that will save us. Saints over the past 
2000 years have faithfully preached 
and passed on to us, and today we 
are obligated to preach and pass on.

Times may change, but the gos-
pel remains the same. We plainly 
bring before the students that hu-
mans are under bondage, that help 
should come from above, that help 
came through Jesus, and that by re-
pentance and faith in Jesus we are 
set free. We place emphasis on the 
substitutionary death of Jesus on the 
cross and that he died in our place for 
our sins, as the penalty of sin is death 
and his resurrection, which proves 
that the atonement was accepted.

He 
also says that he is eager, obligated, 
and not ashamed to preach the gos-
pel (Romans 1:14–16v). If our calling 
and convictions are strong, they will 
be reflected in seeking God’s strength 
through fasting and prayer and being 
relevant to the audience.

Gypsy Smith, one of the passionate 
evangelists who preached the gospel 
for over 60 years, was once inter-
viewed on the BBC, and when asked 
about his secret to preaching for so 
many long years, he replied, “I have 
never lost the wonder of the gospel.”
