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n our fast-paced, digital world, it's easy

to get caught up in the hustle and bustle
of everyday life and forget to take time for
ourselves. Our hectic schedules can leave
us feeling frazzled, anxious, and stressed,
which can impact our ability to connect with
our spiritual side. When we don't make time
for reflection and contemplation, we miss out
on an important part of our lives. Without a
devotional practice, we can become
disconnected from God and lose sight of
what's truly important.

The digital age has caused many
distractions for Christians and it has become
increasingly difficult to know how to go about
our devotional life. The digital distractions have
impacted the focus and attention of those who
were once attentive towards the scriptures.

When you take into account the many other
things that Christians are now doing in addition
to reading the Bible, it becomes very difficult
to devote time and attention to God. From
watching YouTube videos and browsing
social media websites to reading blogs, it can
be a challenge to find time for God when there
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are so many other interesting things
competing for our attention. If we're not careful,
we can end up spending more time staring
atscreens than maintaining healthy devotional
life in the digital age. Yet devoting time to God
is important. It fills us with joy and peace,
gives us wisdom and understanding, builds
our faith and trust in the Lord, and helps us
follow His will for our lives. Let's see how
Daniel, Paul and Jesus maintained their
devotional life.
Daniel’s devotional life

The ancient Israelites had a rich and varied
devotional life. One way they maintained their
devotional life was through prayer. Prayer
was a major part of the Israelites’ spiritual
practice, and they prayed for a variety of
things, including thanksgiving, healing,
protection, and guidance. Another way the
Israelites maintained their devotional life was
through worship. Worship was an important
part of their daily lives, and they would often
gather together to sing songs, play
instruments, and offer sacrifices to their God.
Lastly, the Israelites maintained their



devotional life through fasting. Fasting was a
way for them to show their devotion to God
by voluntarily refusing food and drink, often
forlong periods of time.

When the king learned of Daniel’'s
disobedience, he had him thrown into a den
of lions. But God protected Daniel, and he
was unharmed. The king was so impressed
with Danie!'s faith that he made a decree that
everyone in his kingdom should worship the
God of Daniel. Even in a foreign land,
with all its temptations and dangers, Daniel
remained faithful to God in sophisticated
Babylonian culture. We can learn from his
example to keep our own devotional life
strong, no matter what culture we find
ourselvesin.

Paul’s devotional life

Paul was a man who was constantly on
the move, whether it was travelling to spread
the gospel or being persecuted for his beliefs.
Despite all the upheaval in his life, he
maintained a deep and abiding faith that
sustained him through all his trials. He served
in prison but was encouraged to “rejoice in
the Lord always” (1 Thes 5:18). He worked
hard to spread the gospel and strengthen
many people’s devotional lives.

God enabled him to make time each day
for prayer and reflection, even when he was
busy with other tasks. That allowed him to
maintain his devotional life in the face of harsh
persecution. Just as Paul maintained his

devotional life despite wide travels, intellectual
interactions and constant persecution.

Even in our modern digital world, we
can take inspiration from Paul’s example and
maintain our own devotional lives despite the
constant barrage of distractions. If we want to
make sure that our devotional life will stand
the test of time, then it is crucial for us to
carve out time each day for prayer and
reflection. From the day we are born, many
forces conspire to take our attention away
from God. Our devotional life will endure even
if we never gain wealth or acquire great
popularity, but it will not endure if we never
find time to pray and reflect on our relationship
with God.

Jesus’ life

The priority of devotional life in Jesus' life
is evident when we consider His daily
schedule. Jesus rose early, while it was still
dark, to spend time alone with the Father.
(Mk1:35). This was His priority each day,
and it set the tone for the rest of His day. We
see the importance of devotional life in Jesus’
ministry as well. When faced with a choice
between healing the sick and spending time
in prayer, Jesus always chose prayer. In
fact, He often withdrew from the crowds to be
alone with God.

And finally, we see the priority of devotional
life in Jesus’ death. As He hung on the cross,
His final words were a prayer to the Father.
Again, we see that even in the midst of great
suffering, Jesus’ first priority was His
relationship with God. When we consider the
life of Jesus, it is clear that devotional life
must be a priority for us as well. If it was
important to Him, how much more should it
be for us? Let us make time each day to
meet with God and grow in our relationship
with him.

echnology is literally everywhere in our
homes—not only the devices in our pockets but
the invisible electromagnetic waves that flood our
homes. This change has come about overnight, in the
blink of an eye, in terms of human history and culture. TECH-WISE

The proper place for technology won't be exactly the
same for every family and it is not the same at every
stage of our lives. But almost anything is better than
letting technology overwhelm us with its default settings,
taking over our lives and stunting our growth in the ways
that really matter.

Andy discusses many areas of technology that
influence our lives. When technology assists us in
bonding with the real people we have been given to
love, itis in its proper place. It's out of place when we end up bonding with people
at a distance, like celebrities, whom we will never meet. Technology is in its
proper place when it starts great conversations. It's out of its proper place when it
prevents us from talking with and listening to one another, etc.

Nowadays, four areas emerge as the most challenging for parents. They are
discipline, time management, helping children, and good moral character.

It's a complex, rapidly changing world, and parents today are feeling it. Nearly
eight in ten parents (78%) believe that they have a more complicated job raising
their kids today than their parents did raising them. Monitoring technology usage
tops the list of what they believe contributes to this difficulty. Beyond that, parents
seem to most often identify issues that feel out of their control and that are global
in scope: a more dangerous world or a lack of common morality. The
consequences of these difficulties feel dire and so, perhaps, they scare parents
more than local or personal factors such as finances, bullying at school, or high
academic pressures.

9.We learn to sing together, rather than letting recorded and amplified music take
over our lives and worship.
10.We show up in person for the big events in life. We learn how to be human by
being fully present in our moments of greatest vulnerability. We hope to die in
one another’s arms.
