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Living Examples

In the journey of life from the Bible 
in Genesis, we see the first man, 

Adam, encountering happiness, pain, 
and anguish, finally rebelling against 
God. Man was created by God in 
his own image. God made Adam in 
charge of the whole creation but for-
bade him from eating the fruit of the 
tree of knowledge of good and evil, 
from which he would surely die. The 
craftiness of the serpent (Satan) to 
destroy the plan of God and his word, 
the greediness and the pride of life, 
believing the serpent's word by Eve, 
foolish behaviour dishonouring God's 
word by Adam, and blaming God led 
to the diminishing Godly image of 
mankind. 

There are many righteous men and 
women of faith in the Bible who did 
not accuse God, even in miserable 
situations. 

Abraham accepted God's call with-

out asking where the promised land 
was and when he would go there. 
When God decided to destroy Sodom 
and Gomorrah, Abraham pleaded to 
save it for the sake of Lot, but when 
God asked him to sacrifice Isaac, 
he silently obeyed, not even thinking 
what would happen to his clan.

Evangelism

When you think of evangelism, you imagine someone who tries to convert people 
from their faith or religious beliefs. That is not the case at all. Evangelism is 

critical to reaching people for Christ. Christians are called to share the word of God. 
In other words, we are to spread the good news about salvation. The Bible says that 
we should "proclaim the word of His grace" (Ephesians 6:20) and "be prepared always 
to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you 
have" (1 Peter 3:15).

There are various ways to evangelize. For example, you might create a video series 
on Instagram or Facebook Live. You could also post a short article on Twitter or Linke-
dIn. Whatever method you choose, the important thing is to be consistent in sharing the 
good news about Jesus with those around you.
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1. What is evangelism?
	 Evangelism (or witnessing) is the act 

of preaching the gospel with the inten-
tion of leading the sinner to salvation 
through the message and teachings of 
Jesus Christ.

2. Why should we evangelize?
1. It is the eternal gift to mankind at the 

cost of his only begotten son, our Lord 
(John 3:16).

2. It’s the very reason that the Son left 
heaven, humbled himself, and gave 
Himself as the sacrifice on the cross.

3. It is God’s command. He said to them, 
"Go into all the world and preach the 
gospel to all creation" (Mk 16:15).

4.  Love for the lost. Love should com-
pel us to have compassion for those 
who are lost because of their sin. 
Everyone's ultimate need is salvation 
through Jesus Christ. Consider how 
richly God has loved us (1 Jn 3:1, 
4:10). If we are to love our neighbour 
as ourselves (Matt. 7:12), we should 
love them as we have been loved, 
which is very simply but very impor-
tantly by sharing the Gospel with them.

5.  Love for God. Our ultimate motivation 
in evangelism must be to glorify God, 
and God is glorified when the truth 
about Him is known and made known. 
Thus, our desire should be to glorify 
God by proclaiming the truth about 
Him as often as we can. This motiva-
tion will sustain us when our love for 
others runs dry. If we are to evange-
lise faithfully in the face of rejection, 
opposition, and even persecution, our 
prime motivation must be to glorify 
God.

Social media has become one of the 
best ways to spread the gospel. It's a 
great tool for evangelism because it al-
lows you to share messages and short 
films, etc. By sharing these messages 
online, you can reach far more people 
than you could through traditional meth-
ods. Media has become the omnipresent 
backdrop of life. We live in an age where 

mobiles, TV, and the internet have been 
merged into one and have brought the 
world to our fingertips. Be it sports scores, 
TV serials, shopping sprees, advertise-
ments, research articles, journals, and 
whatnot, they all are just a click or a touch 
away. There is no need to search for it; 
just Google it and you will get it.
