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A n average EU student who has
attended one day retreat on the
fourth aim of UESI, can easily refer to
Jesus final commission to his disciples
as the Biblical basis for mission. This
great commission which is recorded in
Mathew 28:18-20vv is sandwiched
between the power of God as in verse
18 and the presence of God as in verse
20. Jesus said ‘All authority in heaven
and on earth has been given to me” and
surely | am with you always, to the end of
the age” and therefore go and make
disciples of all nations.

But interestingly, the Gospels are
written very late that is after the church
was born and after the mission activity
progressed as recorded in the book of
Acts. So, the first century Christians were
not aware of Jesus final commission but
were unknowingly fulfilling it by rapidly
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spreading the gospel across Asia and
Europe and to the far ends. They
understood the big picture of God'’s story
and not just the final commission.

Christopher Wright has rightly said
that for every topic in the Bible we can
find the Biblical basis while the whole
Bible is the product of God’s mission, in
other words we can say that Biblical
basis for missions is found on every
page of the Bible.

So, like a traveler who lost the way we
will explore the big picture of word
‘missions”. As we journey through the
scriptures, we will pause at every
milestone and understand the textin all
its splendor and try to connect these
dots or milestones to one big picture of
God’s grand story.

First, we will look at the first Christian
council which met at Jerusalem to



k6 Jesus joined their journey and
started connecting the dots and
reinforced their faith

discuss about church
growth and the challenges it
is facing regarding inclusion
of Gentiles into the body of
Christ. Dr. Luke records the
narrative in a wonderful way
that attracts curiosity to the
readers and is recorded in
Acts15th chapter.

Simon Peter, the pillar of
the NT church spoke first as
usual and talked about the
outpouring of Holy Spirit on
Gentiles too. Paul and
Barnabas gave testimony of signs and
wonders God did among Gentiles and
the whole assembly was silent listening
to them. But James stood up and spoke
about the real crux of God’s mission,
the big picture which was driving these
Apostles in reaching to the Gentiles.

James connected these milestones
to the words of Prophet Amos as
recorded in 9" chapter, who prophesied
some 700 years before the birth of the
Church “After this I will return and rebuild
David'’s fallen tent, its ruins | will rebuild,
and | will restore it, that the rest of
mankind may seek the Lord, even all
the Gentiles who bear my name. Say the
Lord, who does these things, things
know from long ago.”

The acts of God which are
happening among Gentiles as testified
by Peter, Paul and Barnabas are in
agreement with the words of the
prophets spoken long ago. These finest

Apostles are not just quoting the final
commission of Jesus but are familiar
with all scriptures.

Second, we will look at the Lord
himself who talked with two disciples
who are going down to their village
deeply disappointed about the death of
Jesus Christ and the missing of his body.
This dramatic incident happened on the
first resurrection day and was recorded
in Luke 24.

Jesus joined their journey and
started connecting the dots and
reinforced their faith by explaining to
them beginning with Moses and all the
prophets and about what they said about
himself regarding his suffering, death
and Resurrection. When Jesus opened
their eyes, they recognized him and
testified that their hearts were burning
within them as Jesus opened the
scriptures to them on the road to
Emmaus. They immediately returned to
Jerusalem and testified to many about
the risen Lord, as the only hope to all
mankind.

Third, we will look at the few
prophecies of Isaiah regarding the
blessing of Gentiles as fulfilled in the
life and ministry of Jesus. The five servant
songs as recorded in Isaiah
42,49,50,53,60 speak volumes about
the mission of Jesus Christ in reaching
to all nations. In 42 he says “| will keep
you and make you to be a covenant for
the people and a light for the Gentiles”.
In49 he says “| will also make you a light
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for Gentiles, that my salvation may reach
to the ends of the earth”. These
prophecies were fulfilled in Jesus as he
reached out few Gentiles during his
ministry and to all nations through his
death and resurrection.

Interesting Apostle Paul also
quotes the same verses when Jews
refused to listen to him and heaped
abuse on him during his first missionary
journey in Pisidian Antioch as recorded
inActs 13: 46-48vv. Paul and Barnabas
turned to the Gentiles since Jews
rejected the Word and Paul quotes the
prophecy of Isiah “| have made you a
light for the Gentiles, that you may bring
salvation to the ends of the earth.” When
the Gentiles heard about that, they were
glad and honored the Word of the Lord
and all who were appointed for eternal
life believed.

Finally, we look at the concept of
blessing all nations and the salvation to
the ends of the earth. God calling
Abraham is a significant milestone in
blessing of all nations. God has wiped
out the human race from the face of the
earth as every inclination of the thoughts
of the human heart was only evil all the
time. He regretted that he made human
beings.

But Noah found favor in the eyes of
the Lord. God who is a God of blessing
wanted once again to bless all nations
and he found Abraham to fulfill his plans.
The word blessing is repeated many a
times in the calling of Abraham as
recorded in Genesis 12:1-4vv and God
promised Abraham that through him all
the nations will be blessed. The nations
born out of Abraham, that is Israel will

be a blessing to all nations. God made
a covenant with Abraham and he is
faithful to his covenant. Though
Abraham and his descendants failed
repeatedly, God kept his word and finally
through his begotten son, our Lord
Jesus Christ, God fulfilled his promise
of blessing all Nations.

As we try to connect these
milestones there emerges a beautiful
story line of God’s mission in this world.
This story line is exciting and enriching.
It talks about God’s creation which was
marred by the disobedience of first man
and how sin entered the world and it
eventually led mankind into bondage. It
talks about God’s idea of redemption
which was not a afterthought but in his
foreknowledge God planned and
purposed.

Blessing started by calling and
sending Abraham to be a blessing to all
nations. God kept his promise by
exhorting the nation of Israel and Judah
through his prophets. Finally, through our
Lord Jesus, God has taken away the sin
of human beings and united all Jews
and Gentiles by making them as one
body.

History is now heading for a great
and grand climax, new heavens and
new earth. It shows that the God’s spirit
is moving with a definite purpose. All the
prophets testified about the same and
Apostles were martyred for their faith and
teachings. Our mission is nothing less
than participating with God in this grand
story until he brings it to its guaranteed
climax. As UESI we have arole to play
in this grand story and shall we
allow God to connect our dots? e

Finding a job in North India is not difficult, but willingness to leave our
comfort zone for the sake of the gospel is the greatest challenge. If
you are willing, it would be our pleasure to help you in every possible way
till you reach God’s destination and after that too. With the emerging political
situation in our country, witnessing in many places (people groups, colleges
etc.) is practically impossible for Christian missionaries but opportunities
remain open to Christian professionals (tentmakers). Multiple opportunities
are awaiting for God'’s children to involve in His missions as tentmakers and
missionary students.

Ruth Siemens in her article titled ‘Why Did Paul Make Tents?’ said that “the
church needs thousands of Christian professional people (tentmakers) to
finish evangelizing the world, like engineers, scientists, business people,
health care workers, athletes, agriculturists, computer technicians, media
specialists and educators of all kinds-tentmakers who can integrate work

and witness in the 21% century as the Apostle Paul did in the 1% century.”
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When we think about oppor-tunities
in education sector, there are plenty
of opportunities available for both
tentmakers and missionary students
to work and to study, respectively.
Let me put before you some statistics
of education sector in North Indian
States where tentmakers and
missionary students are needed.
About 525 Universities, 18921
Colleges, 3481 Stand-alone institutes
and 913469 schools are there in 14
UESI TM Cell focused states (see
Table for more details). Altogether
936396 options are available for a
tentmaker to get a job and 22927
options are available for a missionary
student to get admission into a
course. But you need only one
option. If God calls you for missions,
will He not open one door for you?
Surely He will open a door for you.
Those who want to do PhD, you may
prefer Universities/Institutes in North
India because you will get 4-5 years
of time to involve in missions. There
is a demand for South Indian School
teachers in North India with good
amount of salary, and almost all
schools run only half day till 2pm, so
school teachers also get sufficient
time to involve in missions. Apart from
education sector, there are many top
companies, industries, hospitals,
pharmaceutical companies, etc. in
North Indian States, if you have
expertise. The following are
expected timelines for openings and
notifications:

September-October:

Commencement of online
registration for national entrance
exams like IIT JAM, GATE, CAT, UGC
NET, CSIR JRF etc.

January-March:

Commencement of online
registration for national entrance
exams like GPAT, IIT JEE, NEET,
CUCET, UGC NET and CSIR JRF as
well as entrance exams of local
colleges/universities/institutes.

April-May:
Admission process to all colleges/

universities/institutes into various
courses.

February-March:

Openings for school teacher jobs
because new academic year starts
here from April onwards for schools.

May-June:

Openings for college teaching/
non-teaching faculty because new
academic year starts here from July
onwards for colleges/universities/
institutes.

Throughout the year:
Openings in industries/companies/
hospitals/pharmaceutical and others.

1. What is the difference between Mission and
Missions?

“Mission is the dynamic process by which God will
transform the earth He himself created, now spoiled
by human sin and the powers of evil into the new
heavens and new earth of God’s redeemed creation”
defines Christopher Wright. Mission is what God does.

Missions is the co-labouring of God’s people with
God to fulfil His mission. His mission is to redeem and
reconcile the lost people back to himself and ‘to unite
all things in him, things in heaven and things on earth.”
Eph. 1: 10 Missions is what we do to fulfil God’s
mission.’

2. What is the task of the mission?

The primary task of God’s mission is making
“disciples of all nations” which Jesus commissioned
his disciples to do and which the early apostles did.
The mission will be fulfilled when people from every
nation, tribe, and tongue will worship God and enjoy
his presence eternally.

3. Who should engage in God’s mission?

The call to engage in God’s mission is for all God’s
people irrespective of age and gender. Nobody is
exempted from it. God’s mission which was Jesus’
priority becomes your priority, if you are a disciple of
Jesus. “And if you love the glory of God and if you
love people you have three possibilities: Go. Send. Or
Disobey,” says John Piper
4. When can somebody start getting involved in
God’s mission?

The primary task of God’s mission is “making
disciples of all nations” so the disciple-maker should
be a disciple of Christ who is spiritually mature. Yes.
We need to prepare ourselves for the task that God
calls to do. Then, God will continue to equip you on
the job.

5. Where should I engage in God’s mission?

We need to engage in God’s mission wherever God
asks us to do. Often, we have misunderstood the verse
in Acts 1:8 that we should first start in Jerusalem (our
home town) and then go to other places. But from the
context, we understand that the disciples were not from
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Jerusalem but Galilee. Of course, we
need to be witnesses in our places.
But the preference should be
wherever God wants us to be than
where we think it needs to be done.
How will we know it? Seek God and
he will guide you step by step.

6. What should be our priority in
God’s mission?

Will we feed the hungry first or
feed those who are already fed
enough? We feed those who are
hungry. In God’s mission, we give
priority to those people/places where
there is no access to the Gospel.
(Rom. 15:20) And most of the time
the people/places without access to
the Gospel will be in remote areas or
socially or culturally difficult to reach.
That’s why traditionally missions
focused more on tribal areas, that
doesn’t mean that tribal ministry
alone is the mission concern. God
wants people everywhere (Rural or
Urban) to know him and be
reconciled with him.

7. What about social issues?

Should we first share the Gospel
or give food? Which is the most
important? The better response
would be to see how Jesus responded
to individuals in the gospels. Jesus
responded to the needs and context
of the person he was ministering to.
For example, Jesus first broke the
social barriers in the case of both
Zacchaeus and the Samaritan
woman, and then he shared the
Gospel. In the case of Nicodemus,
he directly shared the Gospel. So how
we should respond depends on the
context and need.

8. What would happen, if I don’t
obey God’s Call?

God’s call to us to be his co-
workers in His mission is a privilege
and an honour. If we don’t utilize the
opportunity now, we will not get
another chance; we will be the losers.
Remember this is God’s mission and
he will accomplish His mission
through anyone willing to obey hime
