God specifically directs a person not
marry, it is suggested to every man and
woman to get marry by following the
norms prescribed in the law of land
pertaining to age and dowry etc.

In Old Testament period, very
categorically, God instructed Israelites,
that they should not marry the non-
Israelites where they live  and informed
the consequences they would face due
to such type  marriages (Deut 7:3,4)
.Once again, the Israelites disobeyed the
commandments of God and they made
God to   grieve by marrying the ungodly.
But God did not change His plans
pertaining to marriage. In this context
also we can understand how much
importance God has given to the
institution of marriage and the purpose
of marriage.

When it comes to the New Testament
period, very strict institutions have been
given to the believers of Jesus Christ
regarding the marriage and the pattern
marriage one should follow .The one
chosen to be a life partner should share
the faith of the one choosing.

What does a believer
have in common with an unbeliever?”
The statement picturizes an Ass and an
Ox yoked together on a plow. The two
animals have a different gait and
movements and such a partnership
leads to chaffing and irritation. This is

what happens in a marriage if a keen
believer marries an unbeliever. The one
chosen to be a life partner should share
the faith of the one choosing.

Since God has been very particular
regarding the institution of marriage, the
young believers who are seeking for a
life partner need to understand how
much importance and attention one
should give for marriage and what should
be the priorities in choosing the marriage
partner .Those in Christ have become
the righteousness of God (II Corinth
5:21), and those who don’t believe in
Christ still in their old nature and a
believer is God’s temple on earth for this
reason the two cannot and must not be
joined together,they must separate
themselves from any kind of formal
binding relationship with unbelievers.

The
common convictions they have would
keep the couple together in spite of the
troubles they face in their marriage.
Caste and family background
shouldn’t be a barrier

Many believers are reeling under the
influence of caste. Under normal
circumstances the influences of caste is
very less among believers but when the
subject like marriage comes caste
seems to be playing a vital (destructive)
role. If a believer doesn’t accept another
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to young believers to take godpleasing
decisions to be equally yoked. Many
graduates  have been  good role models
in making bold decisions  to please God.
But  now-a-days  many young graduates
are faltering at the time of marriage in
the guise of satisfying parents, relatives,
society and poverty etc. It is ample clear
that to be a stake holder in  God’s eternal
plan to accomplish God’s desire in one’s
life a believer in Christ should marry a
believer’. It is mandatory, because
unequally yoked people can never
please God  and never achieve oneness
,may be achieved  only togetherness.
Their marriage might appear very
successful and having a degree of
personal happiness but it will never
reach the potentialities of fulfillment that
would be possible in God’s blessing were
upon it.

Dr. Billy Graham,a profound Christian
preacher wrote, “The perfect marriage
is a union of three persons – a man, a
woman and God! That is what makes
marriage holy. Faith in Christ is the most
important of all principles in building a
happy marriage and a happy home.”

Some  young  believers  think that  their
unbelieving wives/husbands can be  won
for Christ  by their life style but the reality
is that many Christian couple having this
kind of misconception miserably failed
to reach conscience the area of spiritual
and many major issues.This can lead to
conflicts and an unhappy marriage.

In no situation  the cost of discipleship
is more evident than in a marriage where
one partner is a Christian and the other
is not

When both working people get
married, there could be friction
regarding daily chores of life like
cooking, getting vegetables, taking
care of the family needs etc Relatively
relaxed bachelor lives are now filled
with responsibility of making home
especially when in-laws and/or
extended family at home. This can
cause friction and strife.

One has to be matured and
prepared enough to take up these
responsibilities, otherwise they appear
to be burdensome rather than
privileges. The priorities are to be
changed to accomodate time with
family, which means slow down on
your career, cut-short responsibilities
elsewhere.

In the city context, life is becoming
much more challenging with the
demands at work place with corporate
work style. Work from home during
COVID-19 has made life much more
demanding, unfortunately, because of
fear of job loss due to the economy
slow down.

False Assumptions
1. The family is built automatically

2. Our basic need is career and
money

     Without giving much thought, we
subconsciously think that money
is the solution to all our problems.
We want to earn as much money
as possible through high paying
jobs which steal away most of our
time and health.

3. Acquiring the properties for
troubled times

   We don’t know how much is
needed, so we collect all that we
can, but Mt 6:19 the Lord exhorts
us to lay up the treasures in
Heaven not on earth

Suggestions
1. 1 Tim 6:6 - “.. contentment is great

gain”. As the saying goes, “the first
half of life to earn money at the
cost of health, second half of life
to spend money to recover
health”. There is a vile deception
in the world is that there is a greed
and love of money at the cost of
time with self, family and God. The
world is running after career and

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money. believers unconsciously
get into this trap of running after
the mob without knowing why we
are running. We also define our
lives as the world demands and
decides.

2.  Define our needs. What are our
needs in life.

With
meaningful time with each other,
one can build the family, it’s no
more just marriage that’s binding
people, it’s a conscious effort to
build the relationship with each
other, replacing it with a job,
ministry etc would only invite
trouble, for life long. What happens
in your family, reflects your career,
ministry etc. If it’s a good and
strong relationship, all other areas
will be good automatically, or with
less effort.

3.  We need to decide wisely what is
needed and most important. More
so, as believers we need to please
the Lord (Col 1:10) who died

  for us. We live for him as
   sojourners in this world with
   Eternal perspective. The world
   and desires try to enslave us
    to pursue the desires of pleasure

in this world, we need to free
ourselves from these things by our
wise decisions regarding career.

4.  It’s nothing wrong to save for future
expenses like children’s education,

buying a house, but when we know
what is our NEED, we can easily
prioritise, which should come from
God’s word and the Spirit.

5. Either of the partners willing to
make sacrifices for being together.
Make plans in such a way that one
of the partners would be free from
obligations to relocate or leave the
job as family demands. It happens
primarily to female partners, for
child bearing and bringing up
children.

6.  We can not delegate our respon-
   sibilities to creche or servant
     maids to take care. With time we

can clearly see the impact on our
children and family. COVID-19
brought families together, praise
God for that. But, generally one
should be willing to make career
choices to help family.

As a personal testimony, we both
did leave or switch our jobs to relocate
for family reasons. We could have the
blessing of it in terms of building the
family in godliness.
Conclusion

Gravity of “me”

“Mine”, “Me” are few things with which
we grow up, even from our childhood.

The world around us promotes the “me”
concept so much. World is encouraging
us to look for “my” recognition, “my”
happiness, going by “my” decisions and
so on. Including Ads, Movies and Media,
everything around us promotes the “me”
attitude. The very first sin (by Satan) is
rooted in this “me”.
Difference between “me” and “we”

In “me” attitude, I want everything for
my benefit, my pleasure, my desire etc…
In “we” attitude, I keep my interests and
pleasures aside for the interests of “us”.
The first step towards “we”

Our God’s very nature is “We” (Triune

- KODANDARAM AND BABY
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God). Before I committed my life to
Jesus, I lived “me” life. Later, I realized
that, I cannot save myself and I need a
savior. I asked Jesus to come into my
heart and started a new relationship with
him. While our sinfulness is rooted in
‘me’, our salvation is rooted in “we”.
Why “we”

Jesus said the most prominent thing
is “love God and love neighbor” (Lk
10:27). This Agape love, demands self-
less “we” life. Apostle Paul asked
Christians to live for others repeatedly
(Phi 2:4).
Why “we” in marriage

When God instituted marriage in
Genesis, regarding wife and husband He
said, “they shall become one flesh”. So
between wife and husband there is no
me and you rather only ‘we” as one. God
asked Husbands to love their wives with
Agape love, which is self-less sacrificial
love. So, there is no provision for “me”
attitude here. A husband should be
willing to put his life for the sake of wife.
Wife has to submit to husband. But not
just that, Paul also wrote “And so train
the young women to love their husbands
and children…” Tit 2:4. So, within
marriage husband has to strive for
happiness and interest of both, instead
of his own. Its vice versa for wife too.

How to move from “me” to “we” in
marriage

This “me” attitude must die in each and
every one of us, even before we get
married. Sometimes, I hear following
statements: “why are they not taking me
into committee”, “why is my opinion not
valued”, “why am I not being
recognized”… these are symptoms of
the “me” attitude. Opposites of “me” are
humility, sacrifice and love. If we don’t
kill this “me” attitude before entering
marriage, it is going to be very difficult
to get rid of it with spouse.

Secondly, there is a big difference
between the way a man and a woman
are made. They think differently. They
act and react differently. Their priorities
are different. In marriage, both wife and
husband need to understand these
differences carefully and need to change
themselves for spouse. Often, the
complaint is, she is not changing. But it
should be the other way. How much
have I changed and in what other areas,
I need to change so that “me” is dead
and “her” interests, “her” likes and “her”
happiness is promoted. One husband
complained as follows. Brother, she
keeps the fan in full speed even in winter.
I don’t like fan. Can’t she change herself
even in this simple matter? But he didn’t

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realize that, he should strive for her
happiness. He should have changed
himself to sleep when fan is on (a thick
blanket may be helpful). I recommend
all husbands and wives to make a list of
“me” attitudes/desires in them
periodically, and commit them to the Lord
in prayer and strive towards “we” in those
areas. Sometimes, a good position in
ministry promotes “me” attitude.
Because I am a committee member and
everyone listens to me in the committee,
even at home, everyone should listen to
me. This idea is definitely a “me” attitude.
We should come out of it.

Another major aspect of “me” to “we”
is including spouse in every decision. I
spoke to one EGF family recently. I learnt
that wife does not know anything about
the income and expenditure of the home.
Husband runs it all. I was surprised. In
“we” way of living, both husband and wife
sit together and decide their budget in
the beginning of month and both track
income and expenditure. In some
homes, wives don’t tell anything about
dresses, sarees and shopping to
husbands. If they want to buy a fridge, if
should be their collective decision. They
should work like a two member
committee.

Third area is ministry. Even in ministry,
both husband and wife should work
together and contribute. Another area is
household domestic work. Both should
share the work appropriately. In-laws is
another important area. We shouldn’t
differentiate “my parents… – your
parents...”. For a wife or a husband, her/
his father and mother are same as father-
in-law and mother-in-law. The way we

respect, treat, talk should be exactly the
same. Sometimes, the in-laws can be
un-believers or not matured. They may
treat their daughter-in-law not so well.
Even then, our response should come
from God’s love. Sometimes, we might
even face injustice in this matter.
However, we should commit the matter
to the Lord. Husband and Wife should
sit-together and can look for a good
scriptural solution to the injustice. In
other words, if a wife is being mistreated
by her Mother-in-law, husband shouldn’t
leave the problem as if, it is wife’s
problem. Rather husband and wife
should sit together and try to find
solutions.

Another aspect of “we” attitude is
parenting. Both husband and wife should
pray, discuss among themselves and
continue to train the children in Godly
ways. They should have same common
standard of parenting. To improve in “we”
attitude, regular family prayers are
compulsory. Also, our “we” life should not
be lived as a forced life, with suppression
or pressure. It should be lived out of love.
I should dellighfully find my happiness
in the happiness of my spouse.

Finally, moving from “me” to “we” is a
continuous journey. We should keep
progressing in this day by day. When we
look at the self-less sacrifice of Jesus,
who emptied himself, gave everything for
us, until the last drop of his blood, we
can easily get rid of “me” life. It is not
easy. However, it is not difficult either,
because His resurrection power is
working in us every day transforming us
into His likeness. All glory to Him alone.
