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The rebellious nature of mankind against the Holy
God resulted in separation from God. God calls and

man hides from God, lost freedom, engulfed with fear (Gen
3:10). Sin entered the world through one man, and death
through sin, and in this way, death came to all men, because
all sinned. Although people like to think of themselves as
basically good, the testimony of God’s Word is precisely the
opposite. Scripture states clearly that the entire human race
is evil. As it is written, “There is none righteous, not even
one; there is none who understands, there is none who
seeks for God; all have turned aside, together they have
become useless; there is none who does good, there is
not even one”.

We are naturally, painfully aware of our guilt since
the basics of God’s moral law have been written
on our hearts by God Himself (Rom 2:15). A sense
of shame goes with being a fallen creature. It’s what
made Adam and Eve try to mask their nakedness
with leaves. They don’t want to face it. They try to
eliminate that sense of guilt by adopting a more
convenient kind of morality, or by silencing their crying
conscience, or by hiding from God.  People try to silence the
guilt by artificial means such as blaming others (Adam blames
Eve), self-justification, creating self-made gods, good works, being atheistic,
hiding from God, alcohol, drugs, and even suicide. Rom 2:15  says the human
conscience bears witness to the law. So, whether the thoughts of our minds accuse
or excuse us, the conscience bears witness to our guilt. No matter how hard we try

will be justified in His sight” (Rom 3:20)

will be justified (we can’t save
ourselves).

When most of the
countries are hit with the roughest of
seas like COVID -19, mankind seeks
for a solution which provides total
security. All too often, they lean on
things that seem secure, but have
unstable foundations. People often
want to pretend they have a solid rock
by trying to have everything under
control. If everything is under their
control, then people feel secure.

In this insecure world, many try hard
to appear as if everything is under
control and that things will become
better as time goes. Deep down in their
hearts, everyone has a question “Will
everything really be okay?” Searching
for security, people end up completely
depending on things that appear
reliable, like a fellow-being or success
or a person’s name and fame. When

we commit our lives to our jobs or our
families and these are ripped from
under our feet, what do we have left to
stand on? We label insecure things as
secure; we label fallible things
infallible.

In this type
of situation COVID -19 overpowered
everything, Money, Name and Fame
could not save the lives of the people
and these could not guarantee security
to humans, which many people think
bring stability – building a house, life
Insurance fixed deposits, savings etc.,.
But God gave us the ability to provide
security to our dear ones to some
extent only. God is the ultimate giver
of security in times of difficulty and He

we come to Him with our emptiness.
God is confirming His security through
His word “Behold, I will bring to it health
and healing, and I will heal them and
reveal to them abundance of prosperity
and security” (Jer 33:6) and “And you
will feel secure, because there is hope;

in security” (Job 11:18).

If we are completely dependent on
another human being, we will find that
they may fail us time and again.

Corona Virus is spreading rapidly
across the globe, causing fear and
panic – a natural reaction to
uncontrollable crisis. This was certainly
the experience of the disciples on the
Sea of Galilee, struck by a violent storm

(literally a great shaking) (Matt. 8:24).
They cried to Jesus more out of fear
than assurance of faith (Matt. 8:25).
The disciples’ behaviour was controlled
by their fear, because they focused on
the crisis at the expense of recognising
God’s power and presence with them.
Yet the grace of Jesus Christ is such
that He not only answers their
desperate prayer, but reveals to them
his power and presence in the process.
Faced with storms, literal or
metaphorical, do we recognise the
authority and presence of Jesus? Do
we recognize that God is with us? “A
great calm matching the great
shaking of the storm”. They and we
are challenged to have faith in the midst
of crisis like COVID – 19, not only once
they have passed. During times of
insecurity, God is giving security
through Isaiah 43:5  “Do not be afraid
for I am with you”.
Paul found a security

Ministry to the Gentiles is His calling.
Hence he plans later for a brief
stopover on the way to Spain (Roma
15:24). The gospel message is what
he has been explaining, with its
challenging outworking for the Roman
believers. Paul pleads, join me in this
work – “pray for me” (Romans 15: 30
-32). He knows there will be trouble
ahead: The unbelievers in Judea, the
safe delivery of the gifts, not to
mention famine, riots, trials,

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imprisonment and shipwreck. Yet, in
spite of uncertain times, Paul is
confident and joyful security,
signing off with a prayer of peace
for them all (Romans 15:33)

As the Book of Acts closes, Paul was
in Rome under house arrest by order
of Caesar. However, he saw his
imprisonment as an opportunity, not a
hindrance. By being inwardly free, he
could be outwardly free in spite of
wearing chains. He saw his difficult
circumstances as a unique way to
witness for Christ. As Paul prayerfully
thought through his current
circumstances, he saw the Roman
soldier ’s armour as a way of
understanding how people can live in
the power of God’s might. Instead of
envying what he did not have–political
freedom and the Roman soldier’s
armour–he claimed the greater power
offered by God.

His prayer request was for prayer
support to preach the gospel inside the
prison than for deliverance from the
prison to preach the gospel outside
(Eph 6:19-20). Making ourselves or
someone else as our God. God can
cover you in any situation like He
did to Shadrach, Meshach and
Abednego in the blazing furnace
True Secure

The truth is that only one satisfies:
Jesus Christ alone answers our world’s
desperate need for security. He gives
security not just here and now, but for
eternity. Do you have that kind of

security? We were designed to trust
in an all-loving, all-knowing, all-
powerful, all-present God. We were
designed to find our satisfaction and
security in him. “We were designed
to know him and have him as our
rock.” In seeking to find security, we
often end up making ourselves God,
and disregard the fact that Jesus laid
his life down so that we could have
complete, real and eternal security.

It’s important to recognize God as
your source and your number one
means of protection. See Him as your
guardian or covering. I like the way
Psalm 121 states this “The Lord is your
Guardian, The Lord is your Shade at
your right hand. The sun will not harm
you by day, nor the moon by night. The
Lord will protect you from every evil,
He will guard your soul. The Lord will
guard your departure and your arrival,
from this time and forever” (Vs. 5-8).

David understood God’s ability to
protect him. In fact, he depended on it!
That’s evident when you read the
Psalms, particularly Psalm 3:3, “But
thou, O Lord, art a shield for me….”
One commentator in the translates this
verse to say: “You, Lord, are a shield
for my body in this world and a shield
for my soul in the World to come” (verse
4).

God can cover you in any situation.
You don’t need anyone else covering
you when you have Him covering you.
People may let you down, but God will
never let you down.

In order to put their faith in Jesus,
children need to understand several
basic truths.
•  Their sin and need for a Saviour.
•   The significance of Jesus’s death and
     resurrection
•  God’s faithful presence in a believers
    life.

One powerful way  for these truth to
be conveyed in the home is for parents
to talk about them and live them out each
day, so that children can learn from both
our actions and words.

God wants us to focus on true security,
because it is one of the most important
attributes our children need to thrive in
their lives.Security is the primary need
in Children. If they have rock solid
security or a secure foundation in their
relationship with Jesus-
•  They are less to struggle with

difficulties such as depression,
anxiety, eating disorders and self
harm behaviours.

•   They won’t give into peer pressure.
•  They will have their deepest needs

met in God and will not look to drugs,
alcohol and unhealthy relations.

If they find security in Jesus,  they will
be able to get through difficult times for
they in understand that their sense of
worth comes from Jesus and not their
circumstances. We can teach many
important truths to our kids that the Holy
Spirit can use to touch their hearts like -
•  God made you special
• God forgives you and loves you no
    matter what

•  God is always with you
•  God has a plan for you

As we journey through each stage of
our children development, we can point
them toward spiritual markers that will
help them find true faith and become
vibrant followers of Christ.
1. Spiritual marker for early
childhood: Respect

For parents of young children, the
journey of raising Christ followers starts
with the task of instilling respect for God
and his authority.
“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of
wisdom” (Ps 111:10).

So how do we instill this respect. Teach
our young children these truths:
• God is strong - He can do anything
• God always keeps his promises
• God gives us rules that we must obey
• Even if Momy and Daddy cannot see
   what you are doing , God sees it
• God disciplines us because he loves
   us
2. Spiritual marker for early
elementary year: Wisdom

Wisdom is the ability to apply God’s
word to lives situations. So to grow in
wisdom, our children must learn God’s
word. From ages 5 to 8 add biblical
teaching to your daily routine.
Emphasize on who is God? Use Bible
stories to teach about God.
What is truth?

Our kids are bombarded with truth
claims by the media , teachers and
friends. If we are not successful in
teaching them the truth and wisdom that
comes from the Bible , they will struggle
greatly with faith challenges later. We

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must regularly include statements like
“we can always trust what God says”;
“Gods word is always right” and “obey
the Bible and you will never be sorry” in
our conversations.
Who is man?

Our humanistic culture treats man as
basically good. That’s why children often
struggle with accepting the Bible’s claim
that man is sinful. Our children will not
appreciate the need of a saviour until
they see themselves and others as
sinners.
Who is Jesus?

When our children sitting in a
classroom of Hindus, Buddhists and
Atheists, will their faith in Jesus stick!?.
To withstand these pressures, our
children need a secure knowledge of
who is Jesus and why he is the only
way.
3. Spiritual marker for late elementary
years: Grace

The primary goal for 9-11 year olds is
to receive God’s grace. We must do two
things. First our children should fully
understand the gospel, second ask God
to help us discern the authenticity of the
decision. So if our children do not come
to faith in Christ by the time they are
teens, the likelihood begins to quickly
decrease that they will do so. To
understand our children’s faith ask
questions, can you explain
1. Why Jesus died on the cross?
2. What does someone have to do to
     go to heaven?

3. Why do you think you are
a Christian?
4. Spiritual marker for middle school
years: Trust

Young adolescents begin to wonder
what their lives will hold. These years are
a prime time for discussion. The
importance of trusting God with their
future. To understand our children’s trust
on God, ask questions: What does it
mean to trust in the Lord? How about
with all your heart? Why is God’s
understanding so much better than
yours?
5. Spiritual marker for High school
years: Perspective

Older teens may begin wrestling with
tough questions for the first time- Why
is there evil in the world? Why is my
teacher so unfair? Why did God let my
best friend die in a accident?

So we need to prove the perspective
that God is sovereign in all things. Our
teens need to hear our stories about the
times when God worked difficult things
out for good. They need to see us trusting
God. Always stay open to our teens
questions. Even if they are hard to hear.

“...Fear God and keep His
commandments, for this is the whole
duty of all mankind” (Eccl12:13b).

May our loving God help us to nurture
our children in the word of God and lead
them into personal relationship with
Jesus Christ so that they may find
security in Jesus and  follow him
wholeheartedly.

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O  ne of the people through whom Paul chose to deliver the letter to Colossians
    and Ephesians was a man named Onesimus. Onesimus was originally

from Colasse. Philemon was a well-to-do Roman citizen from Colasse who likely
met Paul during his missionary journey through Ephesus. When Paul’s co-worker
Epaphroditus started a church in Colasse, Philemon became a leader of the church
that met in his house. Onesimus was a slave of Philemon. He ran away from
Philemon probably after a theft. Eventually, Onesimus met Paul in prison at Rome

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and became a Christian where he grew
in Christ and was a great help to Paul
during Paul’s imprisonment. Onesimus
means useful in Greek. During A.D 62,
Paul writes the letter to Philemon for
reconciliation between Philemon and
Onesimus and he mentions Onesimus
in Col 4:9 also.
Main points
1. Onesimus ran away from Philemon

and was unprofitable.
2. In Rome, Onesimus became a

follower of Jesus. He had been
helping Paul in prison.

3.  But now Paul needed him to return to
    Colasee (Philemon).
4. Paul tells Philemon that while he had
   been formerly useless now he could
    be useful to both of them.
5. Paul writes about Onesimus as his
    own heart and his son.
6.  Even though it was a difficult journey
   to return to Philemon, Onesimus

decided to reconcile with his
     master.
Application
1. Unprecedented transformation

The power of the gospel to transform
individual lives and human relationships
is vividly portrayed. Onesimus had
experienced the transforming power in
his life. Formerly, he was useless but
now he is indeed useful. Paul, therefore,
urged his friend Philemon to form a new
relationship with Onesimus, his runaway
slave. The life of Onesimus elucidates 2
Cor 5:17, “Therefore if anyone is in
Christ, he is a new creation. The old has
passed away, behold the new has
come.”

2. Identity of the transformed
Christian

This should remind the church today
that the fundamental relationship
between believers is that of forgiven
sinners who are now brothers and sisters
in the Lord. Economic status, wealth,
ethnicity, family background and other
social distinctions are all secondary to
our new identity in Christ as God’s sons
and daughters. Our union with Christ and
thus with all those who are also in Him
transcends all cultural and social
barriers.
3. The transforming gospel and the
social order

The Bible affirms the personal dignity
of every human being because God
does not want human beings to be
enslaved to other human beings. We
must work diligently to end all modern
forms of unjust, social institutions such
as slavery, social hierarchy but we do
so in the knowledge that even the best
social systems cannot deliver true peace
if Christ is not present and even the worst
social systems cannot take away our joy
if Christ is present.
4. Transformed people and the
message, ministry of reconciliation

Onesimus who has been transformed
by the gospel is now ready to reconcile
with Philemon. It is because of 1 Cor
5:18, “All this is from God, who
reconciled us to Himself through Christ”
which is the ministry of reconciliation.
How does that happen? Here is the
message of reconciliation, 19v, “That
God was reconciling the world to himself
in Christ, not counting people’s sins

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against them”. Ministry of reconciliation
speaks of what to do and the message
says how to do that. People who got
reconciled to God ought to reconcile with
a fellow believer that is depicted in the
ministry of reconciliation. Often
reconciliation doesn’t happen because
the message is not fully understood. The
message is clear, “not counting people’s
sins against them”. So, people who are
transformed by the gospel are touched
by the ministry and message of the
reconciliation whereby they forgive each
other and participate in the beauty of
brotherhood.
5. Transformed people reconcile with
their communities

Onesimus after getting transformed
went back to his place, people and work.
Not that it is a mandate to do so but it
has become inevitable for Onesimus. His
new identity, union with God did not
hinder his past relations, work field, etc..
A grave mistake believers do often is that
they alienate from their people. Of
course, a few are thrown away from
home for the faith and that is a different
story. When we become believers, we
tend to flock with the believers
community ignoring our existing relations
and people around our vicinity in which
reconciliation doesn’t happen much.
6. Transformed people become
servants to their fellow brethren

Onesimus was a servant to Philemon
but now being enslaved to Christ, he

became a servant to Paul, Philemon, and
all. This is the new dimension of being a
servant to the fellow brethren among
whom Philemon is no exception. That’s
why Paul urges Onesimus to leave for
Colasse to serve Philemon as a brother
in Christ and requests Philemon to
receive Onesimus as a dear brother but
not as a servant. Philemon as a kind
master and Onesimus as an obedient
servant in the Christian brotherhood is a
landmark of powerful Christian witness
in those times where masters and slaves
have nothing to do with except the
business.  We are exhorted to be
slaves(Doulos in greek) to Christ which
means implicit obedience and this
makes it easy for us to develop servant
attitude, humbleness, the spirit of
reconciling and restoring relations,
which are foundational for Christian
ministry.
Conclusion

Onesimus’ life story deals with the
gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ that
transforms us individuals to be brand
new people in which we recognize
ourselves as Christian brothers and
sisters in the Lord as one new identity.
Also, the transforming power of the
gospel breaks all the social, cultural
barriers which helps us to reconcile with
each other and with our communities as
well. It also makes us slaves of Christ
Jesus thereby making it possible to be
servants of all.
