His SAVING GRACE, on us when we
are wandering in the wilderness as
Moses did –no purpose - no peace or
satisfaction, God called by our name and
revealed Himself to us. Moses was a
gifted, well-trained person with a royal
brought-up. But all his abilities were null
and void. As he stood helpless tending
the flock of Jethro, God spoke from the
burning bush and led him to lead Israel
from the slavery. It is His same mercy
and grace, found us in our deserted
places, delivered us from the slavery of
sin.
For, by grace you have been saved
through faith; and that not of yourselves,
it is the gift of God-not by works, so that
no one can boast. (Eph 2:8, 9)

Even if salvation by good works were
possible, no man could ever be sure that
he/she has performed enough of them
to secure his/her salvation. Even if Adam
hasn’t sinned, he would only have done
what he was bound to do. So, if God had
rewarded him, the reward itself must
have been according to grace, since
creator owes nothing to the creature. For
this reason, it is said, “whosoever shall
call upon the name of the Lord shall be
saved (Acts 2:21)”. This statement
doesn’t have any conflicts as it says no
one receives salvation except as a gift.

His SANCTIFYING GRACE helps to
keep this gift of salvation. Yes! Again, it’s
His grace which keeps us from all trials
and temptations and even from the
power of Satan. We may revert, just as
Peter to his profession of fishing after
Jesus’ resurrection. The reason may be

- for paying back the taxes - not dare
enough to continue as Jesus’ disciple-
have not understood the BIG PICTURE
of his calling. Whatever, even after the
similar miraculous experience, he met,
it didn’t sustain him. Rolls in, His grace
again, filled Peter’s net that they were
unable to haul their nets. Jesus
demonstrated His compassion and Love
even when they turned back. It is His
Grace alone that made their “Net Not
Torn” (Jn 21:11). All of His grace is
sufficient for us, working against our
wavering minds and enabling us to
sanctify our souls every day, making His
power perfect in our weakness (2 Cor.

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Introduction
“I had applied for the nuclear
submarine program, and Admiral
Rickover was interviewing me for
the job. For many  years Admiral
Hyman Rickover was the head of
the U.S. Nuclear Navy. It was the
first time I met Admiral Rickover, and
we sat in a large room by ourselves
for more than two hours, and he let me
choose any subjects I wished to discuss.
Very  carefully, I chose those about which I
knew most at the time - current events, seamanship,
music, literature, naval  tactics, electronics, gunnery - and he began to
ask me a series of questions of increasing difficulty. In each instance,
he  soon proved that I knew relatively little about the subject I had
chosen. He always looked right into my eyes, and he  never smiled. I
was saturated with cold sweat. Finally he asked a question and I thought
I could redeem myself. He said,  “How did you stand in your class at the
Naval Academy?” Since I had completed my sophmore year at Georgia
Tech  before entering as a plebe, I had done very well, and I swelled my
chest with pride and answered, “Sir, I stood fifty-ninth  in a class of
820!” I sat back to wait for the congratulations - which never came.
Instead, the question: “Did you do your  best?” I started to say, “Yes,
sir,” but I remembered who this was and recalled several of the many
times at the Academy  when I could have learned more about our allies,
our enemies, weapons, strategy, so on and so forth. I was just human.
I  finally gulped and said, “No, sir, I didn’t always do my best.” He looked

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at me for a long time, and then turned
his chair  around to end the interview.
He asked one final question, which I
have never been able to forget - or to
answer. He said,  “Why not?” I sat there
for a while, shaken, and then slowly left
the room.” The one, who was
interviewed, was Jimmy  Carter and he
became the President of America after
some years.
Why Excellence

Have consistent and disciplined life
Your journey shouldn’t be like 2 steps
ahead and 3 steps back or like a wave
in an Ocean. You should be consistent.
Think Positive and Learn from failures
Don’t be disappointed if you face any
failures. Learn from them and move on.
Always think positive.
Review and Revise periodically. Be
accountable
You should review whether you are
achieving what you have planned for
over the weeks and months. There
should be a  fixed review schedule. For
example daily review when you are
about to go to bed and weekly review on
Saturday  evenings, Monthly reviews on
1st of a month etc… Revise the plans to
be more realistic based on your
experience. You  should be accountable
to God and to yourself, as if you are
standing before God in final judgment. If
possible you should  have some-one
close to you, who has concern and prays
for you, to whom you should be
accountable. You should give  him/her
all your plans, targets and results as well.
For better results
• Listen during lectures and take good

classroom/running notes
• Start studying as soon as classes

begin. Read the topic on the same day
along with the class notes. The benefit
is you need less time to absorb
information

• Regular/fixed study time, helps a lot

While Studying
- Have a notebook and pen
- Create review tools, such as Flash

cards (formulas, words etc.), Outlines
(Points, subheadings),  Summaries.

This helps you organize and remember
information as well as condense material
to a manageable size. Use 3' x 5'  cards
to review important information. Write
ideas, formulas, concepts and facts on
cards to carry with you. Study  on the
bus, in waiting rooms or whenever you
have a few extra minutes.
- Try to think different ways you can get

   Outline (Subheading and Diagram)
   Compare, correct read again
- Take two minutes break after 30 mins
• If the topic is difficult one, repeatedly

write and practice
• Don’t waste your time with Television,

Roaming around, Friends, Internet,
Telephone, Sports, Thoughts, Sleep,
Food  and Laziness

• Read other books related to the subject.
The idea is not just getting marks, but
gaining knowledge.
