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His Resurrection

Paul while writing to the

Philippian church expresses
the deep desire of his life in 3:8-11.
He says, he considers everything a
loss compared to the surpassing
greatness of knowing Christ Jesus
my Lord. He wants to know Christ
and the power of His resurrection
and the fellowship of sharing in His
sufferings, becoming like Him in His
death and so, somehow, to attain to
the resurrection from the dead. Paul
not only wants to know the
resurrected Christ and His power
but wants to know the fellowship of
sharing in His sufferings even to the
point of death. You cannot separate
them. It is a package- Knowledge,
power, suffering, death and glory in
resurrection. Carrying the death of
Jesus so that the life of Jesus may
also be revealed in our body. What
a desire Paul had!
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[KNOWING cHRIST

This knowledge is not merely factual,
it includes the experience of the

power of His resurrection (Eph
1:17-20). This extraordinary divine
force by which Jesus Christ was
raised is the same power at work in
and through believers. It is His
incomparably great power for us
who believe. It is the working of His
mighty strength. It is like treasure in
jars of clay (2 Cor 4:7-12) .This all-
surpassing power is from God.
Believers already share positionally
in Christ’s death and resurrection. In
Rom 6:2-13 Paul talks of union of
believer with Christ in His death,
burial and resurrection. In his book
“Normal Christian Life” Watchman
Nee explains it with a simple
example of a book marker placed
in a Bible. That Bible is crucified,
buried, raised from the dead and
seated in heaven. He concludes that



whatever happened to the Bible,
happened to the book marker too.
Whatever happened to Jesus
happened to the believer also. Now
that Jesus is seated in the heavenly
realms we also are seated with Him
(Eph 2:8). Just imagine brothers! We
are here on Earth now and seated
with Him there at the same time.
When we realize who we are in
Christ (our identity), our whole
perspective to life and ministry will
change. It changed Paul!

| POWER OF PRAYER

The power of His resurrection is the
greatest power in the world outside

of the power of prayer. It surpasses
the power of the atom, hydrogen,
cobalt or uranium. It breaks the
power of the grave.  was thinking
of the power of prayer as [ was
writing this article. When we pray in
faith like Prophet Elijah or King
Jehoshapat or Peter the apostle, God
moves into the picture. The praying
man totally depends on God. The
believer who like Paul asks for
experiencing the power of His
resurrection, totally yields the
members of his body for Christ to
be used by Him. One is a total
dependence and the other is total
surrender. Paul was totally
dependent and totally surrendered.
Paul prayed and sought prayer

support from the church. I think that
was the reason God could use him
mightily. How are our lives? Let us
pray and surrender completely.
Paul’s goal is, Christ’s goal for him.

I MAN IS TRIPARTITE BEING

Man has spirit, soul and body (1
Thes 5:23; Heb 4:12). Spirit gives
man” God-consciousness”- the
ability to communicate with God.
Soul gives man “self-consciousness”
— the ability to be a person,
personality. Body gives man “world-
consciousness” —the ability through
the senses to understand. In English
the words “life” or “spirit” are used
for’ soul’, which does not convey it’s
proper meaning. In Luke 16:22,23
the soul of Lazarus went to
Abraham’s bosom while the soul of
the rich man to Hades. It is the soul
(pranam) of man that Jesus died to
redeem on the cross. Heb 10:39 ...
says “but of them that believe to the
saving of the soul”. Eccl 12:7- At
death the body goes to the dust and
the spirit back to God. In Gen 2:7
the Lord God formed the man from
the dust of the ground and breathed
into his nostrils the breath of life and
the man became a living being.
Incidentally, man’s body has 96
elements which are available in the
dust too.
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[HEART|

When a person invites Jesus into his
life, where does He live? It is said
that He dwells in the heart. Medically
speaking, the heart is the organ that
purifies blood brought by the veins
and sends it to various parts of the
body through arteries. In Jer 17:9 it
is said “The heart is deceitful above
all things and beyond cure”. I
understand that the heart (the
dwelling place of God) is to the spirit
as the physical heart is to the body.
The mind and understanding is the
faculty of the soul. God wants the
spirit to be the capital city of the
human personality. When the heart
is occupied by the Holy Spirit, the
spirit gets life and can communicate
with God. The Spirit himself testifies
with our spirit that we are God’s
children (Rom 8:16). God expects
the Holy Spirit controlled spirit to
direct the soul (mind) and the body.
Our spirit can bypass the mind to
pray and sing or even speak. A
careful reading of 1 Cor 14" chapter
can throw much light on this.

Ifany one’s heart is occupied by the
evil spirit/s, the devil’s energy flows
in him. The spirit designed by God
to be God-conscious becomes
devil-conscious and is controlled by
Satan like the ex-legion in Mark 5%
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chapter or Mary Magdalene. When
Jesus permitted the demons to go,
the heart became vacant for Jesus
to dwell. That nameless man became
God-conscious and all his faculties
were in operation for God. Single-
handedly he evangelized ten towns
(Decapolis). Our Lord warns in
Luke 11:24-26 that the devil comes
back with seven other spirits more
wicked than itself to occupy the
vacant heart. Nature abhors
vacuum! Friend! You cannot be
neutral . Your heart is either occupied
by God or the devil. Watch out!

| THE GREATEST COMMANDMENT

The “Shema” in Deut 6:4-9 and Lev
19:18 are put together in answering
the question in Luke 10:27-28,”
Love the Lord your God with all your
heart and with all your soul and with
all your strength and with all your
mind and Love your neighbor as
yourself. Our Lord appreciated the
answer. Heart- the spirit active ,soul-
the mind active, strength- the body
active and with understanding. God
commands us to love Him with all
our faculties. The whole being is
involved.

| TWO RESURRECTIONS

God uses the great power of His
resurrection to raise the living and the



dead. There are two resurrections.
Jesus calls it ‘the resurrection of life”
(1 Thes 4:13-18; Jn 5:29) and “the
resurrection of damnation “ (Rev
20:11-15). Nobody in the first
resurrection will be lost, but nobody
in the second resurrection will be
saved. His power of resurrection is
an experience that we may enjoy
NOW.

| RAPTURE |

Atthe rapture, the three components
of our personality (body, mind and
spirit) come together in a flash. It is
a glorified body. It is described as
an imperishable, powerful and
spiritual body suitable for heaven in
1 Cor 15:42-44. Resurrection is not
reconstruction. There is continuity (it
is our body) but there is not identity
(it is not the same body). I once read
of an atheist who was so afraid of
judgement that he wrote in his will
that his body be burnt after his death
and the ashes scattered over seven
seas. Well, at rapture he has no part
but at the white throne judgement he
has no escape. As | was pondering
over “glorified body”, I came to the
conclusion that it is possible for God
to change our bodies to suit any
environment — be it Earth, Heaven,
Hades, Hell or lake of fire. He can
move these bodies against gravity or
in gravity. All glory to God!

As children of God, we have this
privilege of sharing in the fellowship
of His sufferings. Let us not shy away
from it. Paul writing to Colossians
saysin” 1:24 ... and fillup in my flesh
what is still lacking in regard to
Christ’s afflictions”. 1do not think
that there is any shortfall or lacking.
When Jesus said on the cross that
“It is finished”, He meant it . There
was nothing left to be done by
anyone. Christ suffered on the cross
to atone for sin and Paul filled up
Christ’s afflictions by experiencing
the added sufferings necessary to
carry this good news to a lost world.

of RESURRECTION

Today the perilous pandemic COVID-19 is a life-threatening

horror in modern world. The unseen Corona virus is pushing
people into panic, chaos, uncertainty, insecurity, hopeless-
ness, powerlessness, fear of death. Man’s most dreaded word
is ‘death’ and many are bewildered about what happens after-
wards. Do we have anyone who conquered the death in the
History? Yes, Jesus Christ. “ The resurrection of Jesus Christ
from the dead” is considered the foundational faith claim of Christianity. It is the heart of the
Gospels and gives ultimate hope to the uncertain and already threatened world.

MEANING:

Hebrew: Qiyts, Qum means “to awake from sleep” Ps 17:15, Dan 12:2, “to arise or stand up”
Is 6:19.

Greek: Aynisthmi (ana+histemi) means to rise up or cause to rise up, Egerio means to arouse
to cause to arise, the act of arousing one from the sleep of death. Oxford Dictionary: The act
of bringing something that had disappeared or ended back into use or existance.

MAJOR WORLD VIEWS:

Jews viewed Messiah as a figure that would be triumphant and rule on David’s throne, not the
one who was crucified and died. Sadducees denied any doctrine of resurrection (Mk 12:18,
Acts 23:8a). They believe that Law said nothing about an immortal soul, or about the resur-
rection of the dead, or of any life after death. Pharisees believe in both the resurrection of the
dead, and in spirits and angels (Acts 23:8b). Epicurean philosophers taught simple material-
ism: there is no existence beyond death. Platonist philosophers taught that the soul was
immortal, but denied the idea of a bodily resurrection. Hindu philosophy: (1) Reincarnation
(Circular Theory): The soul or spirit, after biological death, begins a new life in a new body
that may be human, animal or spiritual depending on the moral quality of the previous life’s
actions. (2) Resuscitation: It is just the extension or prolonged of the same life and will again
face natural death at a later point. Islamic view: At Doomsday, all men will die and be raised
from the dead. Each person will be judged according to the record of his life kept in two books,
listing the good nad evil deeds. After judgement, unbelievers go to hell and the faithful Mus-
lims go to paradise, a place of happiness and bliss. Christian Cults: Opponents of Orthodox
christian doctrine attempt either to deny or distort Christ’s resurrection, but in doing so they
produce a false Jesus and false gospel (Gal 1:6-7, 2 Cor 11:4).

MAJOR THREATENING THEORIES OF RESURRECTION:

The Conspiracy Hypothesis: “Disciples stole the body of Christ and continued to lie about
His appearances to them. The resurrection was a hoax”. It does not take into account the post-
resurrection appearances of Christ and that disciples believed in the resurrection. It is highly
unlikely that numerous disciples were willing to give up their lives defending a fabrication.
The Apparent Death Hypothesis: “Jesus was not completely dead when he was removed
from the cross. Once in the tomb, Jesus was revived and escaped, thus convincing the dis-
ciples of His resurrection”. It is unlikely that a half-dead man would have been capable of even
getting up to walk, much less moving the huge stone that sealed the tomb, over-powering
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Roman guards, and fleeing from their perfect sight. The Wrong Tomb Hypothesis: “the women
had gotten lost on their way to Jesus’ tomb and accidentally stumbled upon the caretaker of
an empty tomb”. In the light of the early evidence that is available concerning the location of
Jesus’ tomb, it is almost impossible that the women would have confused its location.Displaced
Body Hypothesis: “Joseph of Aremathea placed Jesus’ body in his own tomb, but later moved
it to the criminal’s graveyard. The disciples were not aware that Jesus’ body had been moved
and therfore wrongly inferred that he had risen from the dead”. The criminal graveyard, most
likely, was quite close to the crucifixion site, so it would have made little sense why Joseph
would not have simply buried Jesus there in the first place. It was against Jewish law to allow
a body to be moved after it had already been buried.

METAPHORICAL OR RELATIONAL?

The nature of resurrected body is a real, physical, transformed body, which is imperishable,
glorious, powerful, spiritual and relational (1 Cor 15:42). Jesus described it as flesh and bones
(Lk 24:39c¢); Jesus’ wounds were still visible in His renewed body (Lk 24:39-40, Jn 20:20, 25-
27). Jesus could enter locked doors (Jn 20:19, 26) disappear and appear (Lk 24:31,36) at will.

The Empty Tomb: The empty tomb was “too notorious to be denied”. Transformed lives of
the disciples: The disciples who were very timid, boldly testified that they were eye
witnesses of the resurrected Christ. Acts2:32,3:15, 5:32.Conversion of Saul: The church’s
greatest persecutor(Act7:58), upon seeing the risen saviour(Acts9:4), Saul converted to the
christian faith and tirelessly preached the gospel - Christ’s death for sins, burial and
resurrection, until his martyrdom.Undivided testimony of New Testament: The NT writers
were undivided in their proclamation that Jesus rose from the dead. It is mentioned in every
NT book except Philemon, James, 2Peter, 2John, 3John & Jude. Ecclesiastical Proofs:His
resurrection is the foundation of christianity. The existence of church is the strong proof for
resurrection. (Acts2:32,3:15,5:32,10:39,13:31,1Cor15:12-19). Josephus, Jewish
historian(AD37-100): “At this time, there was a wise man, Jesus-good and virtuous. Many
people from among the Jews and the other nations became his disciples. Pilot condemned
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him to be crucified and to die. Those who had become his disciples did not abandon his
discipleship. They reported that he had appeared to them 3 days after his crucifixion and he
was alive.”(Antiquities xviii.33). Cornelius Tacitus, Roman historian and politician(AD56-
117): “Nero fastened the guilt and inflicted the most exquisite tortures on a class hated for
their abominations, called Christians by the populace. Christus, from whom the name had
its origin, suffered the extreme penalty during the reign of Tiberius at the hands of one of our
procurators, Pontius Pilatus; and the most mischievous superstition, thus checked for the
moment, again broke out not only in Judea, the first source of the evil, but even in Rome,
where all things hideous and shameful from every part of the world find their centre and
become popular.”

MIRACULOUS IMMESURABLE IMPLICATIONS

Theological Implications:Proves the existence and the diety of Christ; that Jesus is the Son
of God (Rom1:4). Anthropological Implications: Death and resurrection of Jesus justified
us(Rom 4:24-5:5). We have peace with God, access to God, standing with God, joy of the
glory of God, hope of resurrection(1Pet1:3-5,Rom8:10,11). We are united with Christ
(2Cor4:14), we have died with Him and will also live with Him (Rom6:8). Holy Spirit will
be poured out into our hearts(Acts2:33), we have assurance of our salvation and our
resurrection(Acts24:15,1Pet1:13). His resurrection power is available to us(Phil3:10,
Eph1:19-22). Eschatological Implications: For righteous/believers: Life giving hope,
‘resurrection to eternal life’(Jn5:28-29); For unrighteous/unbelievers: Life threatening
horror, ‘resurrection to eternal condemnation’(Rev20:4-6). Missional Implications: The
resurrection message is unstoppable(Jnl1-25,26). Mission to the millions - gospel message

and The Great Commission is in our hands.

MATCHLESSNESS FOREVER AND EVER

All the other world religions are based on a founder who lived in the past and whose religion
is his only legacy. Their founders remained dead but Jesus Christ is alive. The resurrection
of Jesus is the greatest miracle and mystery of God. His resurrection was not a temporary

one(Rev1:17.18) but the “first fruits’(pledge/guarantee) of our resurrection (1Cor15:20-23).

MY /OUR RESPONSE TO THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS (LIVE and LEAD)

Live in Him: Open the door, confess our sins and invite Him into our hearts to take charge
of our lives(Acts4:12). Live for Him:Stop persecuting Him(Acts22:6-10). Live like Him:Bear
the cross before resurrection (Rom12:1,Rev2:1, 1Kin 18:21). Lead by Him:The resurrection
proves He is the creator God who is to have pre-eminence in our lives (Coll:15-18). So,
there is no place for complacency or half-hearted devotion to Christ. He has the right to lead,
direct and control our lives. Lead for Him:Remember our ministry call, be available to the

student’s ministry.(2Tim2:1-8). Lead like Him:Eze34:10-16, Jn10.

CONCLUSION: Resurrection is God’s gracious gift and greatest hope. Our death is not
final; Because Christ lives, we shall live also.

Though
his clothes weve dusty and worn out, 1 could make out that he was an Egyptian. Being the eldest,
1 approached the stranger - “Thank you very much for your great kindness”. Period. Well, the
other women might like to have a (onger conversation. But, one th'mg 1 learnt about these chats
- the shorter, the better; especiaﬂy with the opposite gender.

We rushed back home and our father was pleasanﬂy surpvised at our eav[y return. When we
narrated the entire story, my fathev wanted us to invite the Egyptian stranger over for dinner. The
Egyptian accepted our request and came over. My fathev was so fascinated by the stranger and his
story that he wanted the stranger to stay back. And to make the story short, he eventuaﬂy married
me oﬂ to the gent[eman. My sisters say we make good coup[e, though we are quite diﬁérent.
Moses, my husband, is an Israelite adopted by an Egyptian princess and 1 am a Midianite. Too
much of culture clash, isn’t it! Well, we took our time to adjust and appreciate one another. But,
one th'mg about him a[ways wondered me. How could he, an Egyptian prince, be faithﬁd to the
One GOD of Israel. Aren’t Egyptians known to have more than a thousand gods?

Time flew by. The God of Abraham, 1ssac and Jacob blessed us with 2 wonderful sons — Gershom
and Eliezer. We were very keen to br'mg them up in the feav of the Most High. Moses parﬁcu[arly
did not want his children to go through the conﬁAsions he went through. He used to tell them the
story of creation, the great ﬂood during the time of Noah, the promises God made to Abraham, the
twelve sons of Israel - especially_]oseph, the ﬂight to Egypt, the hardships of slavery, his own [ife
story and many more. We even taught them how to pray and meditate. But 1 don’t know why we
never serious [y thought about circumcision. May be, 1 was worried about the pain or may e Moses
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was not reaﬂy convinced. 1 vague[y remember having a discussion about it but we did not put it
in practice.

One ﬁne day, when my husband was tending the ﬂocks near the Mount of Horeb, the mountain
of God, he saw a strange sight. A bush was on ﬁve but it did not burn up. There, the Lord God
called him and gave him a mission — “Go.1am sending you to Pharaoh to ]or'mg my peop[e out of
Egypt”. 1t took a while and a lot of promises & assurances ﬁfom God fov my husband to get
convinced. But when he came back that evening, | was amazed by the g[ow on his face and the
resolve in his mind.

Going to Egypt is not a convenient option. Which mother would want to take her children
through a desert, around the sea? Which woman would like to go to a country where the king once
sought her husband’s life? Who would to go back to the very place where he ran away from? 1t
seemed to be a costly decision. But not a diﬁ(‘tcu[t one to make. The One who is sending us, the
great “1 AM” will surely be with us. The One who can speak from a burning bush will work wonders
for us. The God who spoke to Rebekah gave an assurance in my heart too. And we started
preparing for the jowrney. My father gave us a fitting farewell and sent us in peace. We took our
skins of water & essential baggage and set out for the uncertainity ahead. 1 was super excited for
quite a long time but was slowly exhausted by the heat and humidity.

On the way to Egypt, when we camped for the night, 1 witnessed something frlghtening. The
Lord was very angry with my husband. Indeed, He was intended to kill him. Was He? He was the
One who was sending Moses to Egypt to ﬁA[ﬁ[ His covenant with Abraham. Israel is His ﬁvst born
and He wanted Moses to be a part of Israel’s redemption. Then why was He up to this? Now, of all
times?

And having the courage to quick[y correct onese[ﬂ
What is heroic is complete surrender and obedience to the Master, even when one does not
understand the [ogic behind it! What is heroic is being able to ﬁdﬁ[ one’s covenant, irrespective
of hardships.’ What is heroic is coming out of comfort zone! And what is heroic is be'mg able to
stand in the gap!
