I tis important for every believer to have knowledge of the doctrine of

the Holy Spirit. It is among the essential Christian doctrines. Inspite
of being one of the most important Doctrine, it is also one of the most
misunderstood and wrongly taught doctrine in the Church and this is
pathetic. The major problem for disunity and divisions in church is the
lack of proper understanding of Holy Spirit who is the source of unity in
the Church. Therefore, it is inevitable to know the doctrine of the Holy

Spirit.
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author of the Holy scriptures. He helps
us to understand the Scriptures and
also to grow into the likeness of
Christ.

The study of the Holy Spirit is called
Pneumatology. Holy Spirit or Holy
Ghost is the third person of the Trinity.
The Triune God manifested or God
the Father, God the Son and God the
Holy Spirit; each entity itself being
God.

Due to Christianity’s historical
relationship  with  Judaism,
theologians often identify the Holy
Spirit with the “Ruach Hakodesh”, The
Ruach Eohim (Spirit of God), The
Ruach YHWH (Spirit of Yahweh) and
Ruach Hakodwsh (Holy Spirit).

The Holy Spirit is referred to as “the
Lord, the Giver of Life” in the Nicene
Creed.

The participation of the Holy Spirit
in the Tripartite nature of conversion
is apparent in Jesus Christ final
commission (Mat 28:19). The First
century Christians have also called
upon God with the “Trinitarian formula”
in prayer, absolution and
benediction. In the book of the Acts,
the arrival of the Holy Spirit happens
50 days after the resurrection of the
Christ is celebrated in Christendom
with the feast of Pentecost.

Names and symbols given to Him
can be seen impersonal and the
word for "Spirit" is neuter in Greek
(Jn 3:5-8; 20:22; 2:20; Acts 2:1-4).
(Pneuma, means "wind") in the KJV
Bible, the Neutor pronoun “Itself “ was
used (Rom 8:16). These ideas lead
us into confusion but if He (Holy
Spirit) is seen in many scriptures to
be personal and co-equal with God
(Jn 14:16; 16:7; 15:26).

The first
is Romantic love, a mix of
Psychosexual and biochemical
drive plus a hunger for nurture and
approval - almost a mystical
experience. It is more in the early
years of marriage, and is to a
considerable extent, driven by the
surge of our hormones. The second
is Realistic love, where two people
share common interests and do
things together. This kind of love
actually ~ grows in  the
EVERYDAYNESS of marriage. The
thing that counts most is shared
companionship that is mutually
satisfying. But, the key to this is that
we must learn to think not only with
our hormones - also with our brains!

When the surge of hormones is
waning, the couple is pushed into
another mode. Suddenly we start
noticing irritating habits, insensitivity,



selfishness, or laziness in our
partners. They were always there, but
the hormones had masked them!
Now, it is a challenge to continue to
love as before. It is a different ball
game!

Paul writing to the Romans said,
“Keep your spiritual fervor,” The same
advice holds good for our marriages
too. We should strive to keep the
flame alive. Whenever we think of
love, we tend to think of emotions.
We link love with pleasant feelings
and emotions. This is only partly true.
Love is an action word, a verb. The
important thing is, that our partner
must feel loved. Only then, he or she
can respond with love. When we are
considerate, help in some task,
defend and support in times of need,
offer a simple word of appreciation,
are quick to apologize, and
generous in forgiving, it most
certainly touches that sensitive area,
and the effects last a long time. We
need to train ourselves in these
practices.

The first thing to realize is that we
are wired differently and speak
different love languages. His needs
and Her needs are different, and they
think differently. Her love
language may be
spending quality time
together - listening to
her, and validating her
reasoning with
appreciation
and a gentle
touch, may work
wonders! His love language may be

words of affirmation - trusting,
encouraging and admiring him, and
offering physical intimacy, may go a
long way! Couples should
understand each other’s love
language and respond. This is
important in keeping the flame alive.

Husbands and wives must get
ready for the arrival of children.
Pregnancy, child birth, breast
feeding, sleepless nights and
changing nappies are quite taxing for
awoman. Naturally, romantic love will
have to take a back seat. This is the
time when the husband starts
speaking the love language of
Service. The wife appreciates and
understands this language right away,
and soon she responds with intimacy,
which her husband would at any time,
appreciate! When children are small,
both the parents will sometimes have
to act as mother and father
simultaneously. This way too, love
between the partners is
strengthened. Through all their
growing years, facing life together
and looking to the Lord together for
wisdom and guidance, further
strengthens the bond.

When the children are gone, it is
back to just the two of them -

the empty nest syndrome!

Here, they may face

health issues, low
finances, insecurity,
rejection, sometimes,

neglect by their children, all
leading to a low self-esteem and
loss of focus - Not a comfortable
situation. Old age can be very
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depressing in our country. Husbands
and wives now need each other more
than ever before. But while we see
some couples so loving, some fight
like cats. Somewhere, | remember
reading that all fights are based on
past events. Emotional Banking, a
term coined by Stephen Covey
explains this. To enjoy quality love
in the evening of our lives, we need
to start working from now on. A kind
word, appreciation, and supporting
each other in times of need, is like
making a deposit in our account. A
harsh word or insensitive remark
amounts to a withdrawal. As we
increase our deposits, we are paving

the way for a healthy togetherness
in later life (In spite of a few
withdrawals, which are, of course, a
part of our ‘human’ lives!) Facing
difficulties together also helps us to
enjoy each other’s love in the later
days (In spite of a few withdrawals,
which are, of course, a part of our
‘human’ lives!) Facing difficulties
together also helps us to enjoy each
other’s love in the later days.

So, let us make the best of the
lives that God has given us, keeping
our love for Him, and for each other
alive!

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reetings to you in the matchless name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus

Christ of Nazareth. For many years the city of Hyderabad has become
a strategic center for mission among students. Since 2015, we are praying
and planning for a particular ministry set up which caters to the diverse
needs of the students in the city. By God’'s immense grace and with the
initiative of our UESI-TS Executive committee, on June 1st, 2020 we launched
a wing called “Specialized ministry” which has scope to focus on the
ministerial challenges in the city as well as in the state of Telangana. There
are four ministerial branches under Specialized ministries. Premier institutes,
Urban, Friends of International Students (FIS), Friends of Neighbors Cell
(FNC). These ministries are unique and diverse in their function, apart from
that there is no weightage or special reservation to look on.

Premier institutes deal with ministry participation among research centers,
central universities, universities of national and state importance in the state
of Telangana. P&E department has given five institutes to work on for the
academic year as EC suggested. The institutes are Indian Institute of
Technology — IT (Sangareddy), Birla Institute of Technology and Science -
BITS(Hyderabad), National Academy of Legal Studies and Research -
NALSAR (Hyderabad), English and Foreign Languages University - EFLU
(Hyderabad), Maulana Azad National Urdu University — MANUU (Urdu
university, Rangareddy).

FIS associates with the ministry among international students who study
in Hyderabad, Rangareddy, Warangal districts. There is an approximate
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number of 10,000 students from
80-100 nations studying in
Telangana. We seldom speak
about going oversees for
Missions but God has brought
the mission field to our
doorstep. Reaching the nations
in this nation.

Urban works on the English
speaking city students, Non-
Telugu speaking students in
various universities and
institutes, and also on the city-
bred. The major focus is on the
Central Telangana region,
however, because of technology
and media explosion the towns
like Nizamabad, Warangal, etc..,
become urban cultured.

FNC-Neighbor's cell focuses
on evangelism and discipleship
among the students and

graduates from the Muslim community. Telangana has more population of
Neighbors to reach out in Universities like Urdu University, Osmania University,
etc.., The focus is more on Central Telangana nevertheless there are ministry
possibilities in areas like Nizamabad, Mahabubnagar, etc.,

Four teams, consisting of staff and graduates working for the four branches
of the specialized ministries. Predominantly the teams are from the Central
Telangana region and Warangal where the scope of ministry is more.

Working model

Like any other Department or Cell, this cell also involves in research,
equipping, and enablement. Individual EUs and EGFs have to conduct
Bible Studies and the Cell gives required training, support, providing
resource persons, if needed, and so on...

Let us take an example of the premier institute IlIT in HCU Zone, which is
not yet reached.

1. Identify the need to reach: Either HCU or the Specialized ministries cell
can identify that there is a need to start Bible Study in this institution. If the
cell identifies the need to reach, then they will inform the HCU EU committee
that the institute is to be reached. If HCU identifies, they can contact the cell
for their help. The cell can suggest HCU EU, the best practices from other
places on how to start the pioneering work, and initiate.

2. Start a Bible Study: HCU EU can assign a small team of people to form
their EU/EGF to reach the institution. In case, if there are not enough people,
they can even nominate 1 or 2 people from EU/EGF and ask the cell
members and staff to join the team and work as a single team. However, we
should note that the work of this team is being owned by HCU EU. At least
one of the team members must be a member/invitee of the HCU EU
committee to work as a bridge. He can even be designated as “Premier
Institutions Ministry In-charge” in the EU committee. This initial work can
involve (a) providing orientation to the team, (b) planning and conducting
pre-evangelistic meets, (c) conducting evangelistic efforts (d) starting a bible
study cell. To reiterate, all these programs should be planned by the HCU
EU committee or the above team, which is working under the HCU EU
committee.
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3. Continue Bible Study and Grow: HCU EU should continue this work just
like any other bible study in their area. If required, they will request the cell
to provide resource persons to take the bible study from time to time.
Discipling of the students attending this bible study is the responsibility of
the HCU EU. 1:3s are to be planned for these students also by the HCU EU.
As this study continues and grows, more disciples and leaders are formed,
who can become resources to strengthen and expand the ministry.

4. Training: The cell can conduct state-level training programs, consultations,
etc.., with the permission of EC. It can also help District or Regional
committees to conduct district/regional programs by providing the plan,
resource persons, and other support.

Let us take a second example. If the cell finds that there is a need to start
a bible study for Urban students in the Sanath Nagar area, the process will
be the same as above. The cell will first contact Sanath Nagar EU. Sanath
Nagar EU will form a team to start the study. The EU can request a couple of
members from the urban team also to be part, as per need. But one member
of this team has to be part of the Sanath Nagar EU committee. The team can
start and continue bible studies under the supervision of Sanath Nagar EU.
1:3s are to be planned for the students attending this study by Sanath Nagar
EU. The students are to be invited to all the relevant Sanath Nagar EU
programs. The urban team can conduct EC or DT in collaboration with the
Divisional or District committee, as per the need. The camps are to be
planned by the Divisional or District committee primarily or they can delegate
it to the Urban team. In case of delegation, the Divisional/District committee
can form a camp committee and one member from the Divisional/ District
committee must be a member of the camp committee. The camp committee
will conduct the required camp.

Specialized ministries have a strategy

1. Pray — Pray with the teams for the ministry concerns.

2. Aware — Bringing awareness in the constituency about the need for the
ministry and the challenges.

3. Train — Equip the teams for the needs of the ministry with training, providing
a route map.

4. Network — Work with the local zones, churches, and like-minded
organizations for holistic growth.

5. Involve — Similar to EU/EGF we involve in Evangelism and discipleship.
We are at the very initial stage and are working hard to foresee the working

model of the specialized ministries but with more time and effort. We see a

bright future and we hope to reach the cream of the society.
