Missions is all about seeing and
understanding the Panoramic view of the
Bible big story. It's about God who
through his unthinkable wisdom and
foreknowledge brought about the plan
of salvation for mankind. It's about
redeeming the lost creation. It's about
the glorious riches which are made
available in Christ Jesus and It's about
the new creation. In the midst of such
glorious story, God’s intervention in the
lives of ordinary individuals make the
story more beautiful and relevant as
God’s method is man.

The amazing story of God’s creation
is marred and overtaken by the
deceptive schemes of the evil one and
the disobedience of the first couple
and his descendants. The events that
followed after the fall like the curse on
the couple and the deceiver, murder of
Abel, destruction of the entire mankind
by the great flood and the confusion
and scattering of people at Babel,
speaks volumes about the Holy wrath
of God. In other words as we stroll
towards the first 11 chapters of the
Bible, God seems to be a God of
cursing.

But the story takes a complete twist
as God focuses his attention on one
single family. Starting from Genesis
12" chapter to 34" chapter of
Deuteronomy, the panoramic view is
on Abraham and his extended family.
The first few verses of the 12" chapter
are like opening of the flood gates of
blessings. God promised to bless
Abraham and all those whom Abraham



blesses. The word ‘to bless’ or ‘bless’ is
repeated five times in four verses
emphasizing God’s desire and
determination to bless the lost and
disobedient mankind. Its talks about the
biblical theology of God’s mission to all
nations. The story is not only about the
mission of God but also about the
mission of God’s people. We shall
examine these concepts separately.

Firstly we shall take God’s mission
in terms of his amazing covenant. As we
pass through the pages of Pentateuch
i.e the first five books of the Bible like the

enthusiastic tourist passing through the
clouds by hot balloon, we come across
four beautiful mountain peaks. Every
mountain peak has a story to tell about
God'’s amazing covenant and mission
with Abraham and his extended family.

The first mountain peak is
introduced in Genesis 15" chapter
where God introduces himself as
Abraham's shield and a very great
reward. Abraham is concerned about
the previous battle where he defeated
the kings and expecting a retaliation
from the defeated people. In this context,
God promised Abraham that he will give
him a son out of his own body and also
that he will give the land where he is
staying as his possession. The first
mountain peak talks about God’s
commitment to bless and he
demonstrated his promise as he passed
alone through the animals that were cut
into two pieces. God affirmed to
Abraham that he is actively involving in
this mission and will keep the covenant
as well.

The second mountain peak is close
by to the first peak and is introduced in
Genesis 17" Chapter. g
This peak is a renewal of
the early covenant that
God made to Abraham
but with more blessing
added along with an§
element of covenant
living. This covenant is not :
of the past but demonstrates the
unchanging mode of the relationship
between the covenant God and the
recipient. Personally, Abram becomes
Abraham, domestically, he became
progenitor of kings and nations,
spiritually, God became his personal
God and territorially, Abraham and his
descendants will possess the promised
land.

The third mountain peak is seen in
the book of Exodus 12 chapter wherein
the covenant sacrifice is
emphasized through the
story of Passover. God
promised to be his people’s
protection, propitiation and
substitution. Covenant God
himself promised them to
redeem from their sins and
to take them home.During
theirlong journey through the
wilderness, God protected
them from enemies by
fighting for them, he was their W
pillar of cloud and pillar of fire and
provided food and water that are life
basic needs.

The fourth mountain peak is seen in
the exodus 19" chapter where God
revealed himself through thick dark
cloud on the mount Sinai. He gave his
Word, the ten commandments and
additional Laws through his servant
Moses. Their lifestyle should reflect
God’s character and any short comings
will be atoned by the sacrifices offered
on the altar that were spelled out in the
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book of Leviticus. The
message, offerings
and stipulations are
comprehensibly
recorded in the books

' of Leviticus, Numbers
and Deuteronomy.

These four mountain peaks give us
a panorama of the first five books of the
Bible, God's plan of blessing the nations
through Abraham, his covenant
relationship with Abraham’s extended
family and the expected lifestyle of the
covenant people. God wanted to bless
all nations through Abraham and his
descendants while they exhibit His
character, understand God’s plan and
work hand in hand with God.

Secondly, the mission of God’s
people is a key for reaching the nations
as God’s method is always MAN.
Abraham is a towering example for our
mission. Abraham responded to the
promise and command of God, the
promise to bless all nations and the
command to leave his father’s
household and ‘GO’ to the place God
will show him. Two things can be
deducted from this.

It means leaving and going. God
is commanding Abraham to physically
leave and go to the place where he
wants him to be. This is in parallel to
the last command that Jesus gave to
the disciples and to the church, that is
to go into the world and make disciples
of all nations. This command is taken
literally by Abraham but in our context, it
can be moving out of the comfort zone
to reach the un-reached people or it can
also mean moving out of the worldly
system with which we are ever struggling
and sometimes enslaved to.

It means believing and obeying.
Abraham believed God and with his wife
he set out on a long journey and that too
without a destination. Though the
promises were partially fulfilled he still
believed and obeyed God. God expects
us to be people of faith and people who
trust God’s unwavering word.

Involving in God’s missions is to
be a blessing to the nations. We shall
reflect the life of Abraham and hold fast
to the covenant keeping God and
become a blessing to all nations.

Introduction

We are in the last days... is an age-old phrase. Almost every generation from the
first century felt that probably theirs would be the last on this planet. During the 20™
century as the technology developed, the missiles, world wars, and the atomic
bombs made the destruction of mankind much easier and the end is a matter of
pushing the button. The church of all ages has looked with joyous anticipation of
the promised future return of Christ. His first advent secured our redemption, so
His second advent is the blessed hope of the church for the full consummation of
His kingdom. While many have predicted the dates and utterly disappointed their
followers, some mock the idea of His coming. The Second Coming is undoubtedly
a hot topic, which will create interest in almost all the listeners. Let us coolly see
what the Bible has to say about it.

Meaning of the Second Coming

It is interesting to see that nowhere in the scripture we see the phrase “Second
coming” however, the meaning of return/coming back is conveyed. Three Greek
words are used for His second coming.

A. Parousia is the commonest term used in the Greek NT for the second advent
(Mathew 24:3; 1 Cor. 15.23). It means “coming”, arrival or presence and was
used in the 1% century for the visit of an emperor or other distinguished person
(Luke 19:12).

B. Apokalypsis means revelation (1 Cor. 1:7; 2 Thess. 1:7). The Lord’s coming will
reveal who He is and what the world is.

C. Epiphaneia means appearing or manifestation (2 Thess. 2:8).
The Scriptures evidence of His Coming
A. The prophet of OT prophesied His coming (Dan. 12:1-5).
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B. Jesus Promised His coming (Jn. 14:2,3).
C. The angles assured His return (Acts. 1:11).
D. The apostles taught and affirmed it (Tit. 2:13; Heb.9:28; 2 Pet. 3:3-7).
Mathew 24.1-25:46, Mathew 26:64, Luke 21.5-36, Acts 1:4-11, 1 Thess. 4.13-
5:11, Titus 2:11-14
There are more than 250 clear references to the return of the Lord in the NT.
The time of His coming
Some believe that the coming of Christ is imminent, that is, may now occur at
any time. But the Bible teaches us that the events and signs mentioned in the
foregoing must precede the return. From God’s point of view, the coming is always

near, but no one can determine the exact time except the God beyond intelligent
ones (Heb 10.25, James 5.9, 1 Pet 4.5, Mathew 24.36).

The sign of His coming

A. Apostasy and false doctrine (I Tim. 4:1-3, Mk. 13.5,6).

B. Godlessness in the last days (Il Pet. 3:3-13).

C. Manifestation of antichrist (I Jn. 2:18).

D. Wars and conflict between the nations (Mk 13:7f).

E. The worldwide witness and the persecution of the Church (Mk. 13.9-11, Mt.
24:1-14).

F. Natural disorders (Mk. 13:8, 24).

The manner of His Coming

A. Personal Coming — | Thess. 4:16, The Lord Himself will come, it's NOT sending
someone on His behalf. How wonderful it is that the Lord Himself returns for His
bride!

B. Physical coming —Acts. 1:11, He comes in the body so that the concept of force
or spirit is ruled out.

C. Visible coming — Mt. 24:30, Though scriptures say that the Lord comes like a
thief, it's only a metaphor to explain the suddenness but He is visible and seen
by all.

D. Decisive coming — “Then the end will come” (1Cor 15.24). History will come to
a close: the curtain will fall on the stage of time — Christ will come!

E. Sudden coming — Despite references to signs of the times, the Bible speaks
clearly about the unexpectedness of the Lord’s return (Mathew 24.37-44, |
Thess.5:2-3).

F. Glorious and triumphant coming — The 1%t advent of our Lord took place in
obscurity and weakness, seeming to cause hardly a ripple on the surface of
human history. His 2" advent, by contrast, will be universally manifest (Acts 1:9,
| Thess. 4:16; Il Thess.1:10).

1. To complete the work of redemption (1 Cor 15:22-28).
2. To resurrect the dead (John 5:28).

3. To judge all people (Acts 17:31).

4. To deliver the church (1 Thess 4:17).

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B. Postmillennial

Holds the view that millennium is an earthly reign of 1000 years after which the
second coming will take place. The thousand-year period is a time of great
prosperity in the preaching of the gospel, which spreads through the earth winning
universal acknowledgment of Christ before His glorious appearing and the
establishment of the eternal order. Some see this promised in Romans 11.

“Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven” will be actualized. Peace will prevail
and evil will be virtually banished. Then, when the gospel has fully taken effect,
Christ will return. Tyconius proposed and Augustine has adopted it. The Successful
spread of the gospel Ps 47, 72, and 100, Is 45.22-25, Hos 2.23 Mat 24.14; Mat
28.18-20 to be carried out in his authority.

By following the normal literal interpretation of scripture (which is basic to
understanding the entire Bible), we arrive at a premillennial view of the future.
Therefore, we have a basic timeline sketch:

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The Rapture

The rapture is Christ’s return to take believers to heaven with Him.
Pretribulationalism is the view that this event may occur at any moment (imminent).
Thus it is before (pre) the 7-year Tribulation. The key passages teaching about
the rapture are John 14:1-3; 1 Corinthians 15:51-57 and 2 Thessalonians 4:13-
18.

The word “rapture” is not in the Bible except that it comes from that Latin word in
1 Thessalonians 4:17 translated in English as “caught up.” So the “rapture”
describes well the event of Christ returning to catch up living and dead church age
believers to take them to heaven.

A. John 14:1-3: The expectation of the rapture is based on the explicit promise of
Christ.

B. 1 Corinthians 15:51-58
1. The rapture is for all church age believers, dead or living.
2. The rapture will bring an instantaneous change.
C. 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18
1. Christ will personally return.
2. Church age believers who have died will be raised.

3. Church age believers who have not died will be “raptured” — physically taken
to heaven.

4. We will be together with the Lord and with believing loved ones.
D. Conclusions

1. The rapture is the next prophetic event to take place. We do not know when
it will happen. Paul expected that it could happen at any time.

2. Some premillennialists disagree. They say that the rapture will not be before
the tribulation but some other time.

The Tribulation

The Tribulation is the 7 years time in which God brings intense judgment upon
the world. But at the same time, God is bringing unbelieving Jews to turn to Christ
as Savior. Both the judgment and salvation aspects occur throughout the 7 years
but both aspects culminate in the return of Christ at the end. He will destroy
unbelievers in judgment but will rescue the many Jews who turn to Him (Revelation
19:11-21, Zechariah 12:1-10).

The Beginning of the Tribulation

The Tribulation period officially begins when the Antichrist (also called the “man
of sin” or the “beast” — the leader of a 10-nation confederation — Daniel 7:23-25)
makes a treaty with Israel (Daniel 9:27). The treaty is a peace treaty in which the
10-nation confederation and Israel become allies and Israel is promised protection
to reestablish the rituals of Judaism (Daniel 9:27).
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The rapture will have occurred just before this — closing the church age. The
“gap” between Daniel's 69" and 70" week must be complete before the “70"
week” begins.

The First 3 %2 years of the Tribulation
1. Israel in the first 3% years
a. Israel will have relative peace in the first 3% years (1 Thessalonians 5:3).
b. During those years 144,000 Jews will be “sealed” (Revelation 7:1-8). Perhaps
this means they will be saved and “protected” by God to serve as evangelists.
2. The World in the first 3%z years
a. God will bring terrible judgment upon the world through natural and personal
means (The six seal judgments — Revelation 6).
b. God will judge the king of the North.
c. Key passage — Ezekiel 38,39
Ezekiel 37 - Israel is restored as a nation and prospers.
Ezekiel 38 and 39 — Gog and Magog (= Russia geographically 38:2) and other
allies (Turkey, Iran, North Sudan, Libya geographically — 38:5) plan to plunder
Israel’s wealth (38:8-13). But God plans to glorify Himself (38:14-16). He does
that by destroying the northern power (38:17-39:8).
The Midpoint of the Tribulation
1. The antichrist breaks his treaty with Israel and sets himself up to be worshipped
(Daniel 9:27; Matthew 24:15; 2 Thessalonians 2:4).

2. Two “witnesses” serve the Lord with a unique ministry of prophecy and miraculous
judgments (Revelation 11:3-6). After 3% years their ministry is complete and
they are killed by the antichrist (11:3,7-10). They are then raised by God and
ascend to heaven in full view of the world (11:11-13).

The Last 3% years of the Tribulation

1. Israel in the last 3% years

a. Israel will suffer great persecution (Daniel 7:21,22; Matthew 24:16-22; 1
Thessalonians 5:3).

b. The effect of the ministry of the 144,000 is that there is a multitude of tribulation
martyrs (believers) from every racial and geographic group (Revelation 7:9-17).

c. The world in the last 37 years.

d. The world is under severe judgment throughout the Tribulation. The “trumpet”
judgments (Revelation 8 and 9) and the “bowl” judgments (Revelation 15 and
16) seem to be occurring in the last 3% years.

e. Politically the major world powers are in turmoil. The tribulation period climaxes
with a series of battles which are called the “campaign” of Armageddon
(Revelation 16:14). The movements are traced to the supplemental Tribulation
Chart.
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The End of the Tribulation — Christ's Return

1. In the political aspect of Christ's return at the end of the Tribulation He destroys
and judges all of Israel's enemies (actually all unbelievers) as He returns
(Zechariah 12:1-9; 14:1-4; Revelation 19:11-18).

2. The spiritual aspect of Christ’s return concerns Israel, who will be in desperation
physically (militarily). The “sign of the Son of Man” (Christ) will appear (Matthew
24:29-31). As Christ then fights for Israel, they will turn to Christ in mass and
believe in Him. God will pour out a “spirit of grace and supplication” (Zechariah
12:9-10a) and they will acknowledge Christ as their Savior/Messiah (Zechariah
12:10b cf. Ezekiel 37:14; 23-28). This begins the fulfillment of the New Covenant
(Jeremiah 31:31-33; Romans 11:26, 27).

The Millennium

Revelation 20:1-6 tells us that the Millennium is a literal 1,000 year period of
time in which Satan is bound (20:2-3) and Christ rules (20:4). This is a literal
kingdom with Christ on the throne. It is the fulfillment of the Davidic Covenant
which promised such a king and kingdom (2 Samuel 7:16). It will also fulfill the
spiritual promises of the New Covenant (Jeremiah 31:31-33) and the physical
promises of the Abrahamic Covenant (Genesis 12:1-3; 15:18).

What is the purpose of the Millennium?

a. Like every other dispensation (Age of the Law, Age of Grace, etc.), God’s purpose
is to test fallen humanity. The Millennium is the final dispensation. There will be
ideal circumstances. Christ will be visibly present and Satan will be bound
(Revelation 20:1-6). Yet when Satan is released at the end of the 1,000 years, he
will be able to quickly gather masses of people from all nations to fight Christ
(Revelation 20:7-10). So man is proven a failure again.

b. The other major purpose of God is to fulfill His promises to Israel. They will be
God’s privileged people in ideal circumstances.

Who will live on earth in the Millennium?

The millennium, according to Old Testament prophecies, will be enjoyed by
literal Jews in normal human bodies (Isaiah 65:23; Jeremiah 30:20; Zechariah
10:7,8). Who are these Jews? They are the same people who turn to Christ as
Messiah at His return at the end of the Tribulation (Zechariah 14:1-11, 16-21).
Jesus urged those future Jews who will live in the Tribulation to flee and hide so
that they will survive (Matthew 24:13, 16-22). The people who are “left” after the
judgment of Christ are those who begin the Millennium in the normal bodies and
populate the earth (Matthew 24:41).

Where will church age believers be?

Since the rapture and resurrection have occurred we will already have glorified
resurrection bodies. In that new state, we don’t need the testing of the Millennium.
We're already righteous (1 John 3:2). The Millennium on earth is designed for
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God to bless the Jews, not the church. We will be in “heaven” - specifically in the
“New Jerusalem” (Revelation 21:1-27:5; “The bride, the wife of the Lamb” —21:9,10).

The government in the Millennium

1. Christ the Lord will be the king (Zechariah 14:9; Revelation 20:4). He will bring
immediate justice (Isaiah 11:3-5).

2. Jerusalem will be the capital (Isaiah 2:3). It will be a safe city (Zechariah 14:11).

3. Everyone on earth will know of the Lord (Isaiah 11:9). There will be no atheists
even among the rebellious unbelievers.

4. Gentile nations will serve Israel. Christ the king will not tolerate any oppression
of Israel (Isaiah 49:22-26).

Conditions in the Millennium

1. The land will “blossom like a rose” (Isaiah 35:1,2)

2. The animals will be at peace with each other (Isaiah 11:6-9; 65:25).

3. Sickness and deformity will be gone (Isaiah 33:24; 35:3-6).

4. People will continue to reproduce (Isaiah 65:20,23; Jeremiah 30:20; Zechariah
10:7,8).

5. Life spans will no longer be limited as they are now. Sin will be the reason why
people die (Isaiah 65:19,20).

Judgments

In the program of God, there are several judgments yet in the future. It is not
accurate to speak of one great Judgment Day to come, for these future judgments
will occur at different times.

In the New testament — Matt 16:21, 17:23, 20;19, 22:31-32, John 2:19-22, 5:28-
29, 11:25-26, 1Cor 15:20-24; 35-50, 2 Cor 5:1-4.
The order of Resurrections
1. The Resurrection of Christ (1 Cor. 15:23).
2. The Resurrection of those who are Christ's at His coming (1 Thess. 4:16).
3. The Resurrection of the unsaved dead at the end (Rev 20:11-14).

The Eternal State

What is the eternal state?

In one sense the “eternal state” begins for a believer when he or she dies. A
church age believer is “with the Lord” immediately upon death (2 Corinthians 5:8;
Philippians 1:23). The next stage of our eternal state is when we are resurrected
and receive glorified bodies. For church age saints this happens at the rapture (1
Corinthians 15:51-54). Old Testament saints and Tribulation martyrs are
resurrected at Christ’s return (Daniel 12:2; Revelation 20:4-6). During the millennium
on earth, resurrected saints are really in their eternal state already (“The New
Jerusalem” — Revelation 21:1-22:5). Millennial believers enter the eternal state
after the millennium is over (Revelation 22:1-5,14). Some believe the Old testament
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and New testament, Church age saints who died had already gone to be with the
Lord. When the Lord comes with them during His return He sends the spirits of all
the dead saints to take up resurrected, glorious bodies from the stinking tombs
and they enter final eternal state. The living saints would take the glorious bodies
in a twilight during the coming of Christ and be with the Lord forever in eternity. 1
Thess. 4:16-18, 1 Cor. 15:50-53. This a simple, evangelical, wholistic explanation
without getting confused with the rapture, tribulation concepts.

In brief, the eternal state is the condition that will apply to believers throughout
eternity. It is “Heaven.” The following section describes those conditions.

What is the eternal state like?

1. It's a life of fellowship with God (John 14:3; 1 Corinthians 13:12; 1 John 3:2).
. It's a life of rest (Revelation 14:13).

. It's a life of purity and holiness (1 John 3:2; Revelation 21:27).

. It's a life of serving God (Revelation 22:3).

. It's a life of joy (no pain, death, or tears — Revelation 21:4).

. It's a life of satisfaction (“water of life” — Revelation 21:6; 22:17).
. It's a life of glory (2 Corinthians 4:17; Colossians 3:4).

. It's a life of worship (Revelation 7:9-12; 19:1-6).

Our response to His return / Implications

a. Eagerly awaiting for the coming (Phil. 3:10, 1Cor. 1:7, Tit. 2:13).
b. Long for His appearing (2 Tim. 1:8).

c. Keep watch and be ready (Mt. 24:42, 25:13, Lk. 12:35,40).

d. Don't be deceived by false prophets (Mt. 24:13,26).

e. Pray for the second coming (Rev. 22:20).

f. Motivation to do evangelism (Mt. 24:14, 2 Pet. 3:9,10).

g. His coming should shift our attention from our present sufferings to future rewards.
So let us face the present persecutions cheerfully and hopefully.

h. Let us purify us and live holy lives because the Judge is at the door.

“The expectation of the personal return of Christ is not born of a desire to escape
the conflicts and sufferings of this world but it is of Godly origin founded upon the
promises of Christ Himself. The Spirit of God kindles the expectation of the Church
into a burning flame and living hope which practices holy living and persistent zeal
in this life and this world.”- Hans Burki (Rev. 22:17, 10-12, 1 Jn. 3:2-3, Lk. 12:35-
48, Titus 2:13-14).
