The Lion and the
Lamb are the two contrasting images
and names used in the scripture to
describe Jesus Christ. Even here we find
his principle of incarnation, a Creator
trying to identify himself to his creation
to help our finite minds understand the
infinite God and his ways. His ways are
unique that amaze us. Lamb symbolizes
- a meek, simple, innocent and

sacrificial animal; Lion symbolizes
royalty, power, dominion and strength.

The name ‘Lion of Judah’ is used only
once in the book of Revelation, whereas
‘Lamb’ is used 24 times in the book’s
22 chapters. The Lion that became the
Lamb to be crowned. Even C.S Lewis
in his most famous books, Narnia, very
beautifully depicts Jesus as the Lion
“Aslan”. In his imaginative and powerful
way he shows how Jesus can be both
‘a Lamb that had been slain’ and ‘the
Lion of the tribe of Judah’.

Sinless Lamb

John in John 1:29 testifies, “Look, the
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of
the world!” For us, the world and the
entire human race to be redeemed and

In Gen.49:9-10, Jacob blesses
Judah that the scepter and the ruler's
staff will not depart from Judah and his
descendants. Matt. 1 begins with a
detailed genealogy of Jesus, where we
find Judah’s name. God has chosen
Judah to be the ancestor of Israel’s line
of kings including the promised
Messiah. Jesus, the King of kings
humbled himself to be born in a sinful,
human race.

Lion as the Judge

As Aslan, the Lion in C.S .Lewis’s
Narnia, resurrects to win the final battle
and establish his kingdom, so does
Jesus the resurrected king with his
resurrected saints is going to come in
his glory, power, righteousness and
majesty to reign and judge with
faithfulness and justice (Rev.19:11).

Lion as the Jubilant King

Jesus, the Lion of Judah after the
triumphal victory over the Devil and
Death will come as Jubilant King to
establish His kingdom on this earth and
be enthroned on the praises of his
people forever (Rev.19:16).

Therefore in the Lamb we see Jesus
as a humble, eternal Saviour and in the
Lion we see Christ as powerful and
eternal King.

1. You accept your spouse easily not
only in better conditions, but also in
worst conditions, with all his/her
deficiencies.

2. Spouse’s confidence level increases
as you encourage each other’s
interests which improves his/her self-
esteem.

3. You become content in your life,
whether in rich or in poor conditions.
You will be in a relaxed state and can
adjust to any situation you face in
your life.

4. You will be able to shoulder and
balance additional responsibilities in
sickness or in health conditions that
come on your journey together.
Tough times in a marriage make us
stronger and more appreciative of the
other person and enables us to
delight in each other.

5. You stop complaining and start
appreciating and you will become a
blessing to others.

6. Your communication lines (both

verbal and non-verbal) will be
improved. You will be able to share
your thoughts and feelings with your
spouse without any fear or insecurity.

7. You will consciously look for times to
be together. Your stress levels keep
decreasing as your companionship
keeps increasing.

When Love Dries Up

1. You constantly criticize your spouse
using the terms ‘never’ and ‘always’

2. You stop treating each other like
friends. You pull back often due to a
fear of being rejected or attacked.

3. You behave in hurtful and cruel ways
with your partner.

5. You linger longer outside so that you
go home late.

6. Instead of communicating and
praying, you begin to think how else
you can resolve the problem.

7. You stop discussing by thinking that
change is impossible. (Couples who
care still fight with the problems
without accusing one another.)

He clearly says that mentoring is a lifelong
relationship in which a mentor helps a protégé reach her/his God-
given potential. He clarifies that mentoring is not evangelism or discipleship, it is
not an apprentice, big brother, or coaching relationship. It is neither modeling nor
based on matching. He also clarifies some of the important misconceptions about
mentoring in detail. Then he dealt with the most frequently asked questions
about mentoring beautifully. Later he discusses ‘anyone can mentor, but not
everyone should and he also gives some warning about mentoring with opposite
sex, having non-Christian mentor, efc.,

In part Three, he talks about the primary benefits of having mentor especially
professional, emotional and developmental benefits.

In part Four, he discusses about a protégé perspective; what to look for in
a mentor, finding and approaching a mentor, how to be a great protégé,
thanking mentors, and honoring mentors who are already in heaven.

In part Five he discusses Mentor's Perspective; what to look for in a protege,
finding and approaching a protege, how to be a great mentor, and special
instructions to the mentors.

In part Six, he gives a big picture of the Implications of developing leaders for
the next century and of its desperate need in the Church of the future.

In part Seven, he talks about the futurer of mentoring and exhorts the readers to
consider making mentoring as your personal dream.

In Part Eight, he gives additional sources to maximize our mentoring ability.

ello! My name is Phebe. | was

born and brought up in
Hyderabad. I'm the eldest of the two
children in our family. We both were
raised in a healthy, Christian
environment.

Growing up, | was mostly
influenced by the lives of my parents,
grandparents and my Sunday school
teacher and accepted Jesus Christ
as my personal saviour while | was
in my seventh class.

At a very young age, books
became my best friends and The
Bible was my most favourite. I'd
spend hours going through my
mum'’s collection of biographies and
testimonies of many great men and
women of God. | particularly enjoyed
reading missionary biographies and
often while reading those books, I'd
imagine myself working among the
less privileged.

Though | accepted Jesus as my
personal saviour in my seventh
standard, | lacked the assurance of
salvation every time | stumbled in
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faith and I would feel the need to offer
the salvation prayer each of those
times. | realised later during my
intermediate days in one of the
Evangelistic camps that | attended
that salvation is a one-time event but
sanctification is a continual process.
In 2012, | was invited to the bible
study group (metro students) in
Tarnaka and soon became a part of
it. It has played an important role in
many of my learnings.

At the age of 20, | lost my father to
a heart attack. Though | was strong
for a few months with the comfort God
has given and the support from family
and friends, | became emotionally
weak in the following months. | was
physically sick for over three months
and the doctors declared that it was
due to stress as all the test results
came back normal. During this
period, I've developed terrible
anxiety of hospitals, social anxiety,
insomnia, lack of appetite and I'd
suffer from anxiety attacks due to the
smallest of triggers. It progressed to



mild depression but God has so
wonderfully helped me out of it. He
surrounded me with the right people
among my family and friends who
identified me going through a
problem, offered their time and with
their help | learned how to manage
my anxieties. Attending the Bible
studies during those days
strengthened me immensely. The
most difficult part would be dealing
with my thoughts. As helpful as
people around me were, they are
only helpful to an extent. So, | started
depending on God whenever
anxiety would try to suck me back
into the spiral as per Psalms 56:3,
“When | am afraid, | put my trust in
you”. There are still some days when
it is very difficult but God has been
very faithful to me throughout my
journey with anxiety and depression.
The journey with the Lord has
become much more realistic where
| pray and keep my anxieties before
my Lord and he answers through the
Word and alleviates all my worries
claiming Philippians 4:6-7, “do not be
anxious about anything, but in
everything by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let
your requests be made known to
God. And the peace of God, which
surpasses all understanding, will
guard your hearts and your minds in
Christ Jesus”.

Even though there were several
instances where | couldn’t
understand what was happening, but
now as | look back, | can surely say
that God has been very present and

has put together each and every
detail of my life in a beautiful manner.
Through all the events in my life, God
has pruned me into the person that |
am today. Even though there were
several instances where | forsook
God’s presence, He has lovingly
guided me back into his loving
embrace. In 2017, when | attended
SMTC, God spoke to me through
Jeremiah 1:4-9 saying that He chose
me. | believe God has great plans
for me and | want to be available
whenever he calls me. In that camp,
| made a commitment to be more
active in my church and be available
and take decisions through prayer.

Honouring my commitment, |
started volunteering in my Sunday
school and now | teach beginners. |
also am a leader for the teens in my
church Under the guidance of my
pastor and other mentors, God has
allowed me to be a part of mission
trips and witness changes among the
tribals as a result of showing them
God’s love.

Till now, God has been faithful in
my life and | want to live a life faithful
to my God till my last breath bringing
glory to him through my walk and talk.
| do not know of the trials that await
me or the challenges that lie in wait
for me. | am a person with many
shortcomings and weaknesses. But
| want my God to receive glory even
in my weaknesses and to see
greater things through prayer.
