Our EU students
must be helped to raise the
benchmark, in their studies,
mannerisms, connections and being
contextual. Its an undeniable fact
that UESI is not able to reach out
to some sections of the student
community. Such as, the natives. Its
surprising, that this is not just in the
cities, its in the towns too. Some
how we have to help our EU
students to stand up to this
challenge.

Thirdly, EU student should raise
prophetic voice on the campuses.
Prophetic, doesn’t mean future
telling. It means making the campus
hear what God is to say in any given

situation. Can our EU Students raise
to that level where the other
students will rely on and look
forward to the wise words that
come from the EU Students?

Fourthly, UESI has to raise the bar,
in whatever we do.

Each Bible study must create ripples
that will touch shores, starting from
the core of a being. Organising the
events must be on par with any
programs that the students taste
anywhere else, but with the caution
of not diluting the gospel or
testimony.

An EU should be a recognised
clinic, figuratively speaking. All
those students who are hurting and
are trying to end their lives must find
EU as the place where their wounds
can be healed. That calls for a
greater call, clarity and
commitment.

Finally, UESI as family of both
students and graduates, all that is
said above is applicable to EGFs.
Please replace EU with EGF and
Campus with  Office or
Neighbourhood.

Being an Indian, its our duty and
responsibility to build a better
future for this country.
