As we grew up ,we started realizing that itis
much more than that .A sinful man realizing
his need of a Saviour ,cries out to Jesus
Christand is saved. Aholy and gracious God
adopts him/her into His family as sons and
daughters. He justifies, redeems, assures
and gives His Holy Spirit as a deposit
guaranteeing our inheritance (Eph 1:14). All
this happens because of that simple, sincere
prayer made on that day. How true and mind-
boggling are these facts? God gives us the
right to become His children (Jn 1:12) and
authorizes us to call Him “FATHER”. He
establishes a covenant relationship with us
and does not go back on any of His promises.
| can boldly say that relationships are
foundational to Christianity, be it between
God and man or among believers. No
Christian lives inisolation.

1. Nurturing Relationship with God:

Prayer sustains and enriches this relationship
with God. Prayer can be verbal or non-
verbal. In Ps 5:1-2 David says ‘Give ear to
my words...sighing...cries... for to you |
pray. The word “cries” is compared to the
agonized cry of a wounded animal. In the
NT, itis very explicitin Rom 8:26.The Holy
Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groans
that words can’t express. The great
advantage is “the Spirit intercedes for the
saints in accordance with God's will". Oh!
What a blessed privilege! We have two
heavenly advocates. The Holy Spirit on Earth

and Jesus our High Priestin heaven who speaks
tothe Fatherin our defense.1Jn2:1

We must ensure that unbelief or sin do not
block our prayers. We should be aware of
entering the holy of holies and practice His
presence. Priest Zechariah (Lk 1:20) was not
spared because he did not believe God's word,
standing in His presence. How are we
exempted? If confession of sin does not come
out of repentance, it is merely admission and
not true confession. Our self-will is to be kept
aside and let beliefin God's promise take over.
Mk 11:25 tells us not to hold anything against
anyone. Reconcile first and then worship (Matt
5:24). The three acts of righteousness
mentioned in Matt 6:1 are 1) Giving to the needy
